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ORDTNANCE NO. 4 , 1959

An Ordinance fixing the annual salaries for officers
of the City of Bleomington, Indiana, t0 be elected
for the term commencing Jannary 1, 1969, and Tixing
the time when the same ghall take effect,

WHEREAS, it ig provided by Chapter 107, Section 6 of the
Acts of 1959 of the General Assembliy of the State of Indiana that
the Common Council of each and every city on or before May lst of the
vear 1959, in which elections for selection of city officers are held,
shall fix the annual salaries of such elected officers as provided for
in gaid Act, which salaries whall not be changed during their respective
terme of officeg and

WHEREAS, said Section & of said Chapter 107 of the Acts

of 2955 of the General Assembly of the State of Indiana further

provides that such ordinance must be twice publisghed in a newspaper

of general circulation, the first of which publications must be not

less than thirty dayve prior to the date of the final passage of this
grdinance,

WHEREAS, the General Assembly of the State of Indiana of 1959
passed enrolled house Act 175 with an Emergzency Clause therein, and
it is to be Chapter 107 of the publighed Acts, and the same isg now
in force and effect; now therefore: ‘

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL.
OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIARA:

Section 1, Parsuant to the provisions of Chapter 107 of
the Acts of 1959 of the General Assembly pf the State of Indiana,
the following annunal salarvies, payable from the General Fund, are
hereby fixed for the following elective officers of the City of
Bioomington, Indiana, effective for the term commencing January 1,
1960, and continuing during their elective term of office,

Section 3, This ordinance shall be in full force and
effect from and after its publication as by law required, passage and
approval by the Mayoy, except that the salaries provided for herein
shall not be in force and effect until Januwary 1, 1960,
