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ORDINANCE NG, 24, 1958
An Crdinance of the City of Bleomington concerning
the purchase of lands 10 be used as a cemetery by
the City of Bloomington, and proviaing for the
method of payment therefor,

WHEREAS, the Common Council ot the City of Bloowmington
finds that the present cemetery now owned by it is rapidly reaching
capacity, and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to obtain additional lands for
the use and purposes of a cemetery for the City of Bloomington, and

WHEREXAS, it has been determined that an area east of
Bloomington will make an adeguate and well-located area for such
cemetery purposeg, and

WHEEEA®, there is insufficient funds available to the
City to purchase gaid lands and pay for the same in its entirety
at this time, and

WHEREAS, T, Robert Stone and Geneva Yern Stone have
agreed to sell their lands east of Bloomington on a payment hasis
a8 hereinafter set out,

Now, THEHEFCRE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CUOMMON
(COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA:

SECTION 1, The FPoard of Puniic Werks and Safety be,

addition, interest on the unpaid balance at the rate of five percent

{5%per annum : the City of Bloomington to assume and agree 1o pay
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the taxes payable in November, 1958.

The graniors shall have the right to live on the premiges
