ORDINANCE NO • ...11.._, 1958 

An Ordinance concerning the annexation of adjacent 
and conti!!:uous terri tory pursuant to the filing of 
a voluntary petition fo:r annexation. 

WHJ\REAS, the boundary of the City of Bloomington, Indiana, 
is along and adjacent to the real estate descmibed herein, and 

WHEREAS, the owners of the lanrls hereinafter d.escrihed hav e 
submitted to the Common Council of the City of J-Jloomington, Indiana, a 
petition for and on their behalf for annexation of' certain territory 
of which the petitioners a:re the owners. 

NOW, THEUEF'Ol<E, BE 1'1' ORDAINED BY 'l'HE COM_MON COUNCIL 
OF' nn;: CI'fY 0]' BLOOMING'rON, INDIANA: 

SECTION 1. That the following described terri tory be, and 
the same is, hereby annexed to and declared a part of the City of 
Bloomington, Indiana, to-wit: 

A part of Seminary Lot Number One Hundred Thi:rty-fiv.e (~35), 
the same being a part of the Southwest quarter of Section 
'rh:ree (3), 'l'mmship"Eight ( 8) North, Ha.nge One ( 1) West, 
in Monroe County, Indiana, bounded and described as follows, 
to-wit: Beginning at a point on the West line of Seminary 
I,ot No. 135, which said point is J<'our Hundred Forty-seven 
and six-tenths (447.6) feet South of the N0 rthwest qorner 
of said Seminary tot; thence East Four Hundred Seven (407) 
feet and to a. point which is Four Hundred ~orty-eight and 
five-tenths (1+1~8.5) feet South of tlle North line of Seminary 
Lot No. 135; thence South One Hundred 't'wenty ( 120) feet; 
thence East One Hundred Forty-three ( 1LV3) feet; thence South 
One Hundred Twenty (120) feet; thence West One hundred 
Forty-three ( 143) ··feet; thence South Six Hundred 'J'wenty-one 
and two-tenths (621.2) feet and to the North :right of way 
line of Hillside D:rlve; thence West alon~ the No:rtb line of 
Hillside Drive for a distance of Four Hundred Seven (407) 
fed.t and to the West 1 ine of Seminary Lot No. 135; thence 
North along said West line of Seminary l: No. 135 for a 
distance of Eight Hundred Sixty and three,..tenths (860.3) 
feet and to the point of beginning. 

SECTION 2. BI~ 11' FUHTlmH ORDAINED, 'l'ha.t the boundaries of 
the City of Bloomington shall he, and the same are, hereby declared 
to he extended_ so as to include all of the real esta.te hereinabove 
described as a part of the Ci t~r of lJioomington, Indiana. 

SECTION J. t'his Ordinance shall be in full force and effect 
from and after its passage, promulgation and puhiicati.on in accordance 
with the law.
