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I. C. 36-7-3-12 authorizes the Common Council to vacate public ways and 
places upon petition of persons who own or are interested in lots contiguous to 
those public ways and places; and, 

the petitioner. (City of Bloomington). has filed a petition to vacate a parcel of 
City property more particularly described below; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT: 

SECTION I. Through the authority of I. C. 36-7-3-12, a.portion of City owned property shall be 
vacated. The property, commonly known as portions of the platted alleys in the block bounded 
by North College Avenue, West Seventh Street, North Morton Street and WeSt Sixth Street, as 
represented on the attached Exhibit A, is more particularly described as follows:
