WIHEREAS, the Lotus Education and Arts Foundation, Inc, has filed an application for an
Business Investment Incentive Grant, which application was approved by the
Economic Development Comumission in Resoiution 03-03 and forwarded to
the Common Council for its approval; and

WHEREAS, according to the application, Lotus Education and Arts Foundation intends to
" use the grant to purchase equipment for the Lotus World Music and Arts
Festival in order to reduce recurring costs and improve the professional
standard of the event;

NOw, THEREFORE, BE IT HIEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT:

SECTION 1. A grant in the amount of twenty-five thousand dollars (§25,000) from the City of
Bloomington’s Business Investment Incentive Loan Fund is hereby approved. The Controller of the
City of Bloomingten is hereby authorized to release funds in the amount specified and subject to the
specific terms and conditions approved by the Economic development Commission in Resolution
03-03, together with all terms and conditions contained in Resolution 99-17.
