WHEREAS, the current Agreement, which was approved by Common Council Resolution
02-10, is set to expire on March 31, 2003, and it is in the public interest to
extend said Agreement for an additional period of four (4) years, to and until

Agreement which clarify the obligations of the parties thereunder;
