WHICH FIXED THE SALARIES OF APPOINTED OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES OF
THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON UTILITIES DEPARTMENT FOR THE YEAR 2002
(Two Positions Related to Customer Service and Payroll Administration)

WHEREAS, the Utilities Department wishes to delete a Customer Service Representative
position and replace it with a Engineering Technician/Stormwater Coordinator
position; and

WHEREAS, the Utilities Department wishes to delete the Payroll Clerk position, replacing
it with a Payroll Administrator position and

WHEREAS, the Payroll Administrator position has been evaluated and assigned a Job
Grade by the Job Evaluation Committee, and the Engineering
Technician/Stormwater Coordinator position has been assigned a Job Grade
by Employee Services pending review by the Job Evaluation Committee;

Section 1 of Qrdinance 01-29 shall be amended by deleting the following job
titles, grades, and pay minimums and maximums as indicated below:
