One Item Ready for Final Action and No Items Ready for Introduction at the
Regular Session on Wednesday, February 6™

There is one item ready for final action and no items ready for introduction at the
Regular Session next week. The one item ready for final action is Res 08-02 which
approves changes to the City’s Alternative Transportation and Greenways System
Plan and can be found in the 23 February 2008 Council Legislative Packet.

Amendments to Res 08-02 Which Amends the Alternative Transportation and
Greenways System Plan

Councilmembers Piedmont and Volan indicated their intention to submit separate
amendments to Res 08-02 To Amend the City’s Comprehensive Plan to include an
Update to the Alternative Transportation and Greenways System Plan.
Councilmember Piedmont will be submitting Am 1, which is in this packet and would
change the Plan Directive (page vi) by accounting for two key pieces of policy
guidance not currently mentioned in the Plan. These pieces of legislation were
adopted after the inception of the Plan and include Resolution 06-05 Supporting the
Kyoto Protocol and the Reduction of the Community’s Greenhouse Gas Emissions
and Resolution 06-07 Recognizing the Peak of World Petroleum Production.

Councilmember Volan will be submitting Am 2, which will go out by Monday via e-
mail. It would replace the term “Alternative” with “Bicycle and Pedestrian” wherever
that word appears before the word “transportation” in the Plan, except for a few
references to the 2001 Plan. It also notes those changes in the resolution as well. He is
proposing these changes to help shift the public’s way of thinking about bicycle and
pedestrian modes of transportation so that these modes are considered co-equal to and
not an “alternative” to driving a car.

Please note that since the resolution amends the City’s Growth Policies Plan (GPP),
IC 36-7-4-510 requires that any amendment to the resolution be returned to the Plan
Commission with a written statement of reasons for the amendment(s). The
Commission would then have 60 days (which is extendable by the Council) to
approve or reject the changes and submit a report to the Council. The changes to the
GPP would then go into effect:
e upon approval by the Plan Commission if it acts within the 60 day period;
e at the end of 60 days in the event the Commission fails to act during that time;
or
e upon passage of another resolution in the event the Commission files a report
rejecting the changes within the 60 day period.

Proposed Amendment:

1. Page vi of the Preface to the Alternative Transportation & Greenways System Plan shall
be amended by adding the following paragraph at the end of the Plan Directive section:

The Alternative Transportation and Greenways System Plan was established in 2001 with
the adoption of Council Resolution 01-24 and subsequently amended in 2008 with the
adoption of Council Resolution 08-02. The 2008 changes focused primarily on the
Strategic Plan and did not update the vision, goals, objectives and benefits set forth in the
Plan Development section. Therefore, the Plan Development section does not mention
two key pieces of policy guidance adopted by the City subsequent to the original
document, which both underscore and complement polices contained herein. The first
was Resolution 06-05 Supporting the Kyoto Protocol and the Reduction of the
Community’s Greenhouse Gas Emissions and the second was Resolution 06-07
Recognizing the Peak of World Petroleum Production. Those responsible for
implementing the Alternative Transportation and Greenways System Plan are, therefore,
directed to take into account the policies in these pieces of legislation.

Synopsis

This amendment is sponsored by Councilmember Piedmont and changes the Plan Directive by
accounting for two key pieces of policy guidance not currently mentioned in the Plan. These
pieces of legislation were adopted after the inception of the Plan and include Resolution 06-05
Supporting the Kyoto Protocol and the Reduction of the Community’s Greenhouse Gas
Emissions and Resolution 06-07 Recognizing the Peak of World Petroleum Production.
