Two Ordinances Ready for Second Reading; Two Ordinances Ready for
Introduction at the Regular Session on April 4t

There are two ordinances coming forward from the Committee of the Whole under
Second Readings next Wednesday. The legislation and material for these ordinances
can be found online as indicated above. Amendments for Ord 16-04 (Demolition
Delay) along with maps shown last Wednesday night are included in this packet and
mentioned below. In addition, there are two ordinances to be introduced under First
Reading that evening. Those ordinances are included in this packet and summarized
herein.

Second Readings

Item Two — Ord 16-04 (Demolition Delay) — Four Amendments Anticipated

There are four amendments to Ord 16-04 anticipated for consideration next
Wednesday evening. Their status (either included in packet or forthcoming) and
substance are briefly noted below. Please see the updated maps from last Wednesday
that are included in this packet as well. Also, please note that the Council may decide
to continue discussion on this ordinance and its amendments to the Regular Session
on April 20"



e Am 01(Chopra, Sponsor with Support of Administration) — included in

this packet
o This amendment “establishes that any staff person reviewing a request for the partial
demolition of a “Contributing” structure in a residential district shall have the same
technical experience as the members of the HPC. (And also) clarifies that staff has
seven (7) business days to render a decision before the application is automatically
granted; the current version is unclear as to whether or not it is seven (7) business
days or seven (7) calendar days.

e Am 02 (Sturbaum, Sponsor) — included in this packet
o This amendment “would have the effect of requiring review of changes in roof
materials by the Historic Preservation Commission or staff on structures within the
City’s jurisdiction which are subject to demolition delay.”

e Am 03 (Sponsor Needed) — draft included in this packet — schedule of

properties forthcoming
o “This amendment does three key things. First, it adds two new Whereas Clauses

that help explain the overall purpose behind one of the major substantive changes
proposed by this amendment. Second, it ensures that the process known as
Demolition Delay only applies to those structures and sites listed in the 2001
Interim Report, as amended in 2007. The use of the 2001 Interim Report, as
amended in 2007, replaces the current proposal’s use of the 2015 updated Indiana
State Historic Architectural and Archaeological Research Database. Third, it
provides that in certain Overlay Districts new buildings located immediately
adjacent to the side of an “Outstanding”, “Notable” or “Contributing” structure
listed on either the City of Bloomington Historic Sites and Structures Schedule or
the Indiana State Historic Architectural and Archaeological Research Database
shall align their respective facades to match the front setback established by the
surveyed structure rather than the build-to line and further incrementally step
down upper stories at each respective fagcade module to within one (1) story or
fourteen (14) feet, whichever is less, above the highest elevation of the respective
adjacent surveyed structure. The relevant Overlay Districts include: Courthouse
Square Overlay; Downtown Core Overlay; University Village Overlay;
Downtown Edges Overlay; Downtown Gateway Overlay; and Showers
Technology Park Overlay.”

First Readings

Item One — App Ord 16-03 — Appropriating $24,000 from Reversions to the
Alternative Transportation Fund for Certain Sidewalk Projects

App Ord 16-03 appropriates $24,000 from reversions to the Alternative
Transportation Fund for sidewalk projects recommended in the Council Sidewalk
Committee Report approved by the Council on March 23, In 1992?, the Council
established the Alternative Transportation Fund out of surplus revenues from the
Neighborhood Parking Program in order to “reduc(e) our community’s dependence
upon the automobile.” BMC 15.37.160 Over the years, the ATF has grown to the
extent that in 2016 ~$803,000 was budgeted, with $300,000 going to the Council
Sidewalk Committee projects, $200,000 going to Greenways, and another
~$300,000 for other bicycle and pedestrian expenditures.

The Report from the Council Sidewalk Committee noted that approximately
$18,855 remained unspent at the end of last year from Council Sidewalk
Committee allocations and reverted to the ATF. After learning that the Mayor was
favorably inclined to propose an additional appropriation of these funds, the
Committee recommended that, in the event funds are appropriated, $6,000 be set
aside for design of pedestrian improvements at the intersection of Clarizz
Boulevard and Moores Pike and that the remainder be used toward a curb and
sidewalk replacement in concert with a road repaving project on College Avenue
between 10" and 17" Street. This appropriation ordinance includes about $5,000
of other funds that reverted to the ATF and are intended for the improvements on
North College Avenue.

Item Two — Ord 16-05 An Ordinance to Amend Ord 15-19 which Fixed
Salaries for Certain City of Bloomington Employees for the Year 2016 Re: To
Add Staff to the Department of Economic and Sustainable Development,
The Office of the Mayor, and the Public Works Department to Meet
Increased Need and to Revise Job Titles Within the Parks Department to
Better Reflect the Nature of Those Positions

Ord 16-05 amends Ord 15-19 (General Salary Ordinance) for 2016 by adding or
re-assigning staff to improve service delivery in three departments. The ordinance

also changes the titles of two Parks Employees to better reflect the nature of their
duties.

Authority

Indiana Code § 36-4-7-3(b) provides that the Executive is authorized to fix the
compensation of each appointive officer, deputy, and other employee of the city,
subject to the approval of the city’s legislative body. Statute further provides that
the legislative body may reduce, but may not increase, any compensation fixed by
the executive. As most know, the City classifies its positions by grade. Within each
grade, a range of pay attaches. By approving this salary ordinance, Council is
approving three positions, all of which are classed as “Grade 3.” For this grade, the
pay ranges from $26,259 on the low end to $39,383 on the high end.? For the
purpose of Ord 16-05, that means that the Council could shift the Grade of a
position downward, but not upward.

Adding and Re-Assigning Staff

Office of the Mayor: As made clear in the supporting Memo from Caroline Shaw,
Director of Human Resources, the Office of the Mayor is requesting the addition of
a position that will welcome and assist all visitors to City Hall during regular
business hours. This is a re-creation of a similar position that was eliminated with
the 2013 Civil City Budget. The proposed position will be classed as a Customer
Service Representative 111 (Grade 3).

As relayed by Deputy Mayor Renneisen during the Internal Work Session on this
topic, a random count of visitors to City Hall reveals that City Hall sees about 10
visitors/day looking for some type of assistance; people who are otherwise unsure
how to find the City services they need. This translates into about 50 people
coming into City Hall/week who need help. As Renneisen made clear, these were
random counts on somewhat “typical” days, they do not account for peak days.
The Administration advises that the restoration of this position will improve
service delivery to City Hall visitors.

Department of Economic and Sustainable Development and Public Works
Currently, both the Department of Economic Development (ESD) and the
Department of Public Works (PW) include temporary, part-time positions;

however, these positions are inadequate to meet each department’s needs. To better
meet the staffing needs of each department, the Administration proposes to
combine these two, temporary, part-time positions into one full-time position to be
located in one of the two departments. This new position will be classified as a
Customer Service Representative 111 (Grade 3). To address the staffing needs of the
other department, the Administration proposes to shift a Receptionist position in
the Controller’s Office to either ESD or PW. This position will both shift to
another department and will also be assigned a job title of Customer
Representative |11 (Grade 3).

At the Internal Work Session in which this matter was discussed, the Controller
advised that the loss of the Receptionist position will not hurt that department as
the Controller’s Office, Legal, and the Mayor’s Office all share front desk staff
during busy times. Renniesen further advised that the Administration is looking at
the needs of the organization as a whole, not just individual department needs.

Parks Department

As the memo from Shaw indicates, two positions in Parks are being re-described to
better reflect the responsibilities of each position. The position of Aquatics/Sports
Program Coordinator becomes Aquatics/Program Coordinator. The position of
Youth Sports Coordinator/FSC Asst. manager will change to Sports/Facility
Coordinator.

Fiscal Impact

As relayed by Controller Jeff Underwood at the Internal Work Session, it is
estimated that, on an annual basis, adding benefits to the new position created by
merging the two part-time posts will result in a fiscal impact of approximately
$17,000 and the re-addition of the position in the Mayor’s Office will be about
$50,000 ($33,000 base pay, plus $17,000 in benefits). The puts the total fiscal
impact of these changes at approximately $70,000 per year.

The Memo from Shaw indicates that there are currently unfilled positions created
via the 2016 salary ordinance and that there will be additional personnel movement
throughout the year. Shaw indicates that the Administration will address the full
fiscal impact of these changes later in the year, but she does not anticipate any
challenges in funding the new positions.

“City of Bloomington Historic Sites and Structures” shall refer to those sites and
structures listed in a document entitled City of Bloomington Historic Sites and Structures Table,
with said Table being incorporated by reference into this Title by reference and made a part
thereof, two (2) copies of which are on file in the Office of the Clerk for the legislative body for
public inspection.

5. Ord 16-04 shall be further amended by adding a new defined term, “Indiana State
Historic Architectural and Archaeological Research Database” which shall read as follows:

“Indiana State Historic Architectural and Archaeological Research Database” means the
Indiana State Historic Architectural and Archaeological Research Database, as the same may be
amended from time-to-time, created by and/or administered by the State of Indiana’s Division of
Historic Preservation and Archaeology.

Synopsis

This amendment does three key things. First, it adds two new Whereas Clauses that help explain
the overall purpose behind one of the major substantive changes proposed by this amendment.
Second, it ensures that the process known as Demolition Delay only applies to those structures
and sites listed in the 2001 Interim Report, as amended in 2007. The use of the 2001 Interim
Report, as amended in 2007, replaces the current proposal’s use of the 2015 updated Indiana
State Historic Architectural and Archaeological Research Database. Third, it provides that in
certain Overlay Districts new buildings located immediately adjacent to the side of an
“Qutstanding”, “Notable” or “Contributing” structure listed on either the City of Bloomington
Historic Sites and Structures Schedule or the Indiana State Historic Architectural and
Archaeological Research Database shall align their respective facades to match the front setback
established by the surveyed structure rather than the build-to line and further incrementally step
down upper stories at each respective facade module to within one (1) story or fourteen (14) feet,
whichever is less, above the highest elevation of the respective adjacent surveyed structure. The
relevant Overlay Districts include: Courthouse Square Overlay; Downtown Core Overlay;
University Village Overlay; Downtown Edges Overlay; Downtown Gateway Overlay; and
Showers Technology Park Overlay.

Re: Appropriation Ordinance 16-03

Appropriation Ordinance 16-02 represents a joint request by the Council Sidewalk Committee and the
Administration to appropriate a portion of the 2015 budget reversions to the Alternative Transportation Fund
(ATF).

As a part of the 2015 budget, the Council and Administration appropriated $300,000 from this fund for
allocation by the Council Sidewalk Committee and $200,000 for Greenways projects. By the end of 2015
reversions in the ATF were $112,516 overall. A combination of reversions from the Council Sidewalk
Committee and other ATF monies last year totaling $24,000 would be appropriated by this ordinance.

The Sidewalk Committee has requested $6,000 be appropriated for use this year for a pedestrian
improvement project and has recommended the remainder be appropriated for use by the Public Works
department for another sidewalk improvement project.

The Administration concurs with this recommendation and is pleased to present this to the entire Council for
their consideration.

The cash balance in the account is sufficient to fund this request.
