Michael Flory presented the legal details of the 
interlocal agreement and Chief Sharp said that this 
request is the result of a 3 year research project 
between the city and the county and he highlighted the 
various things this video imaging system can do: identify 
finger prints, criminal history. Everything is provided 
by the vendor, set-up, training, maintenance and 
expanding the basic system to attach other modular 
systems. It is a 24 hour/day and 7 days week system. A 
video image is stored and can be accessed by ethnic 
group, criminal activity, juvenile or adult files, photo 
images on jail inmates wristbands as well as warrants. 

White asked what other cities are currently using this 
system and Sharp said that Richmond, IN has had this 
system in place for 3-4 years.
