Hogan said that in the future there has toe be
more review time for salary cordinances. He said
he understood the problems with only four
Wednesdays in July and the length of time

required for union negotiations, but the review

time for councillimembers was simply not adequate
especially with the new step pay plan and job
reclassification. He commended Jim Williams for
hizs hard work and explanation of the complicated
process.  Hogan had guestions about the size of
some employee raises not what or how employees
were doing their iobs.

Service explained the budget schedule she and the
controller put together late this winter, noting

the shortage of Wednesdays in July, the fact that
the ordinances must be voted on by August 1, the

possibility thait zome councillmembers might be out
of town for political conventions.

Fernandez said he was comfortable voting for the
ordinances after attending the eXtra sessions
explaining the step pay plan. He said this was a
great step forward for pay equity. i
