There was no Mayoral Message. 

There were no petitions or communications. 

Olcott moved and Murphy seconded a motion that Ordinance 
84-13 be introduced and read by title only. Clerk 
Williams read the ordinance by title only. 

Olcott moved and Murphy seconded a motion that Ordinance 
83-13 be adopted. Foley gave the committee report. 

There was no discussion and the ordinance received 
a roll call vote of Ayes:8, Nays:O. 

Olcott moved and Murphy seconded a motion that Ordinance 
84-14 be introduced and read by title only. Clerk 
Willia~s read the ordinance by title only. 

Olcott moved and Murphy seconded a motion that Ordinance 
84-14 be adopted. Foley gave the committee report. 

Murphy moved and Porter seconded the following amendment: 

(h) 4.16.080 Fifteen Day Validity shall be amended 
to delete the last sentence as follows: 

"The maximum number of days for which a license 
shall be issued to the same seller as defined 
herein shall not exceed 30 days in any six (6) 
month period." 

(b) 4.16.020 Seller of Goods for simultaneous 
delivery - License required Shall be amended to 
add in line 4 the following language after "goods 
wares, merchandise or services" 

"except those sellers who are supervised sellers 
a t commercial malls or similar facilities with' 
on-site management of such sellers and a permit 
application process." 

Service suggested including some phrase that the 
permit application contain information that the city 
would need. 

Howard Young arrived. 

The Mall application form was passed around and reviewed 
by the councilmembers. 

The proposed amendment was amended to add the following: 

(b) 4.16.020 to be added to the last paragraph 
of the amendment: requiring information equivalent 
to that required in this chapter.

(Porter, Olcott, Gross, Young) 

The amendment as presented and the amendment received 
a roll call vote of Ayes;9, Nays:O. 

Olcott expressed concern that n.ot one person attended 
the meeting to speak about this issue, "For three or 
four years, local merchants have complained about this 
problem and none of them are here to addres sit" . 
Olcott said that he wasn't sure this ordinance would 
do the job. 

Murphy agreed with Olcott and asked if the Chamber of 
Commerce had a position on this piece of legislation. 
Gross said a final draft was sent to the Chamber, the 
Mall and the downtown merchants. Only the Mall 
responded. Lynn Coyne did attend one meeting of the 
downtown merchants. 

Frona Powell said this ordinance is much tougher than 
the original code. An itinerant merchant can still 
sell but the license will cost $10 per day; there is 
a IS day limit; a bond must be posted; a more detailed 
application process and proof of property tax payment; 
and the need to apply for a county license as well. 
"This will not keep people from selling, but it's 
tighter and stiffer". 

Olcott asked what kind of control the City would have. 
That will be pretty much the same; telephone calls and 
a follow-up through the legal department and police. 

Tim Mueller said the intention of the legislation was 
never to be restrictive but to be fair for everyone. 

Olcott said the original idea was to protect the 
local merchant and he wasn't sure we were doing that. 

The ordinance, as amended, received a roll call vote 
of Ayes;9, Nays:O. 

Olcott moved and Murphy seconded a motion that Ordinance 
84-lS be introduced and read by title only. Clerk Williams 
read the ordinance by title only. 

Olcott moved and Murphy seconded a motion that Ordinance 
84-lS be adopted. Foley gave the committee report. 

Murphy suggested we address Randy Scisc~'s concerns 
immediately. 

Tim Mueller said the biggest problem is the IS day 
limitation, one time non-renewable and that is a 
problem for Mr. Sciscoe. 

Murphy said the Council never intended to direct this 
ordinance to community members. 

Mueller said the licensing procedure was drafted to 
protect consumers and while this zoning ordinance 
is prohibitive it still deals with the regulation 
of the land. He said the Council must guard against 
differentials in use. 

Regester wondered if there was enough of a distinction 
between Ord. 84-14 and Ord. 84-lS -- could 84-14 not 
be for people coming in from out of town and then make 
84-lS less restrictive and let 84-14 deal with the 
out-of-town merchants. 

Mueller said the complementary zoning is necessary 
as the licensing procedure is just not adequate.to 
address the problems encountered. 

o1urphy wondered if Sciscoe constructed a stall, could 
he secure a permanent permit. Mueller said yes, a 
permanent occupancy permit would be required. 

Service suggested taking appeals to the Zoning Appeals 
Board for a waiver and Mueller thought that it would be 
imprudent to rely on the BZA. 

Murphy asked Sciscoe how his sites were selected. Sciscoe 
said the sites are already leased on a month to month 
basls and flowers are ordered from Brazil.

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He stressed the large order for flowers placed early in 
the year in order to get the best price. He said it 
would be impossible to sell those flowers in his shops 
without relying on the street sales. lIe said he rotates 
his sites and deesn't operate seven days a week at each 
site. 

Mayer said he applauded Sciscoe's efforts and that it 
adds a certain ambiance to Bloomington life to have the 
street vendors selling flowers on corners, however, the 
kid plunked down in his chair with his cooler nearby 
and more or less "camped out" waiting for a sale is 
not a particularly pleasing image. 

Mueller said the Council cannot override the Plan 
Commission's recommendation. The ordinance will 
have to be sent back to the Plan Commission. 
Mueller suggested several changes the Council might 
consider: 

*address the scale of the operation and 
exempt home rummage sales 

*establish a size and exempt everything 
smaller 

*Exempt certain types of flowers 

*exempt live "stuff" of any kind 

*uses taking less than 60 sg. ft. are 
exempt 

Murphy moved that the ordinance be tabled and Olcott 
seconded that motion. 

The motion to table Ordinance 84-15 received a roll 
call vote of Ayes:7,Nays: 2 (Olcott, Gross).
