Council President Gross gave the agenda summation. 

ROLL CALL 

AGENDA SlMilATION 

Mayer announced that Officer Jim Graft of the Bloomingt°'1iJESSAGES FROM 
Police Department has received the Friend of Education COUNCI~ERS 
award from the MCCSC for his role as Officer Friendly. 
Mayer noted that Graft has done much to improve the 
role and image of the police officer among the younger 
members of our community. Mayer also called attention 
to the formation of a committee, Bloomington Coali ti·on 
for Hunger AwareNess, to educate people about the 
problem of hunger and what is being done about it. 
Paul Schneller is heading up this committee and 
can be reached at 332-2901 or 335-7581. 

Mayor Allison presented the Keys to the City to 
Jim Simpson. Simpson had a heart transplant in 
September of 1982 and since then has been deeply 
involved with the heart association locally, as well 
as serving as the Executive Vice-President of Transplant 
Recipient International. Allison said that Simpson 
is a beautiful example of 'citizen involvement'. 

David Schalk volunteered to serve on the commi·ttee 
that is making the arrangements for the PCB hearings 
or wou·ilid .also like to serve on the Land/Pollution 
Control Board. 

Olcott moved and Foley seconded a motion that Ordinance

Olcott moved and Foley seconded a motion that Resolution RES. 84-32

Williams read the resolution by title only. 

Olcott moved and Foley seconded a motion that 
Resolution 84-32 be adopted. Porter gave the committee 
report. 
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Olcott questioned whether or not we should be telling the 
Federal Government what to do. He said that he talked 
with Senator Lugar and he is not so sure that the comments 
made last week stating that Lugar was against clear-cutting 
were entirely accurate. Olcott said he did not think the 
Hoosier National Forest eveRts affect Bloomington that much 
and that the people in those positions know what they are 
doing. 

Service brought up the hazards of jumping into a sill.tuation 
that can affect our environment for years to come. She 
felt that this resolution was supportable because it 
does affect our environment as well as our water source. 

The resolution received a roll call vote of Ayes: 6: 
Nays: 2 ( Olcott and Porter). 

Olcott moved and Foley seconded a motion that Resolution 
84-35 be introduced and read by title only. Clerk 
Williams read the resolution by title only. 

Olcott moved and Foley seconded a motion that Resolution 
84-35 be adopted. There was no committee meeting on this 
resolution. 

John Langley noted that the date of the meeting has been 
changed to Thursday, December 13, 1984 not December 11 
as stated in the resolution. 

The change was put in the form of an amendment and the 
amendment received a roll call vote of Ayes: 8, Nays: 0 

Gross said the committee to establish the procedures for 
the City PCB hearings will consist of four (4) council 
members three (3) USB members, two (2) members of the 
community, and one (1) Environmental Commission member. 

Mike Andrews objected to the process, stating that it 
was improper for the committee to have alre~dy met 
(the committee met informally last Sunday nlght) • 

Gross said that the committee did meet, that it is 
necessary to get the prdcess started if we are ever 
going to get on with the hearings and that this process 
was being implemented (the resolution approved by the 
Council) so that the committee would come under the 
!lOpen Door" law. 

Andrews objected to a number of things, why the press 
and people were not told about the formation of this 
committee, that the date for the hearings is too soon, 
no input atS to who the public members are,that there 
are any number of people more knowledgeable and 
involved then the list of people Gross read earlier. 

SE,rvice said the early meeting date' was to accomodate 
students that would be leaving town for the holiday 
break. 

Mic Harrison as.ked if the Council intended to agree 
to the EQCC recommendations. Gross said yes. 

The resolution, as amended, received a roll call vote of 
Ayes: 8, Nays:O.
