Ser~ice congratulated Al Tewell on his election to the Board COUNCIL MESSAGES 
of Directors of Bloomington Restof?tions, Ir~. She also 
SGjl1;;;ented ODon an ~ri.icl" in t:;2 J!~~ald-Telephone in which 
a school board member took exception to :ome councilmembers' 
comments on school oua,;-d issues. Sur-vice stated that she ilad 
not intended to sp.ca~ for the \,It,ole councq, but no citizens' 
c2~nrilmembers had a right to speak, and as elected represent-
ativb they possibly had a ,espo:1sibilir.y to do 30 jr. a matter 
with such community-wide impact She expressed concern and 
di~appointment with the S~~uul Board's decision to close schocls . 

Olcott commended John ~~peman and the Public Works Department 
for their snow removal work. He added a hope that the School 
Board would not start commenting on Council matters. 

Dilcher said she h0pp d that the School Board would respond 
with input when the CG~nci1 was dealing with matters affecting 
the school system. 

lI11ison said this wuulc be the third inner city school to be 
closed, which is destructive of established neighborhoods. 

Morrison complimented Tim Mueller, Planning Director, and 
Jeff Fanyo, City Engi neer, on thei r work at a meeti ng on the 
Westside regarding water runoff. 

Steve Hogan entered at this point, 7:45 p.m. 
he was not pleased a~out the school closings 
expressed suppor.t fOI" neighborhood schoolS.

Murphy said he would make it five councilmembers in dis­
favor of school clOSings. 

Mayor McCloskey gave his State of the City address, a copy of 
which is attached. 

Larami e Wi 1 son, representi ng the "\Ii l'dgrove Community Gardens", 
spoke regarding their gai'den site or N. Rogers St., near 11th, 
which has been proposed as a site for the Work-Release Center. 
She said the group has appr'oximatply 50 members, most from the 
westside. She asked the Co~ncil and the Mayor to direct the 
state agency ("day from the Rogers St. site and, if necessary, 
to help the garden group to find another site. 

Olcott said that the Work-Release site selection committee has 
designated the Rogers St. site as third cho~ce out of a possible 
three sites. Mayor McCloskey said that the 7th and Morton site 
is currently top choice. Both Olcott and McCloskey felt that 
the city could help find an alternate garden plot if it be­
came necessary.

Murphy noted that he had heard that there was some sentiment 
for postponing this for one week. 

Jeff Fanyo said they would like to give interested parties a 
chance to have input on this ordinance, espeCially on the 
contractor registration section. However, he and Bill Finch, 
City Attorney, pointed out that until this was passed, there

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were no construction regulations for the Engineering Depart­
ment to work under. 

Murphy asked if a one week postponement would be sufficient. 

Towell asked what special circuwstances made a postponement 
necessary, as the regular' readings and legal notification 
procedures had been follo~cd. 

Allen Dick, President of the f!ome Builders Association of 
MCill'oe County, said tiley ;;C,2 not entirely op~(;;'!d to this 
regulation, but wanted to h!lve input, as they were the most 
affectEd by it, and t:,,,y "Qd infol':Ntion resources on the state 
Jnd nati ana 1 1 evel . 

Towell said he appr0ved of the delay for this purpOSE. Olcott 
muve" ~nd Tewell seconded that th~ vote on this ordi~dnce be 
postpo:led until the next Council meeting on February 17. Tha 
vote to postpone was unanimous, 9-0. 

Olcott moved and Morrison seconded that Ordinance 82-7 be read 
by title only. Cler~ Williams read Ordinance 82-7 by title 
only. Porter gave the committee report and a Do-Pass of 8-0. 

M~rphy said it was his understanding that this was basically 
a housekeeping ~,ocedcre, to b~ingthe Code into compliance 
with new State regulations. 

r~orrison asked. unc.-r .;:")se jurisdiction fell the determination 
of an unsafe building. Fanyo sdid ft was his jurisdiction. 
Morrison asked about the procedure to be follow~d if another 
engineer disagreed with Fanyo's decision. Fanyo replied that 
if it was not an emergency, there was a hearing procedure. If 
it was an emergency, he was authorized to bring the building 
down to a 'safe level' only, to structural soundne~s. Some 
discussion followed regarding emergency situations and the 
need for second professional opinions. Fanyo pOinted out that 
the new ordinance had more specific provisions for this is~ue 
than the one he currently works under. Morrison expressed con­
cern regarding the potential pressure on a political appointee. 

Porter asked Finch· if Section 17.16.060, 'Hearing and Review" 
provides a procedure for appeal of condemnation rulings by 
the City EngIneer. Finch affirmed this and also explained 
about emergency situations and about the appeal procedure. 

Ordinance 82-7 was then adopted by a roll call vote of 
Aye s 9, Nays O. 

Olcott moved and Morrison ,econdeJ that the following ord­
inances be introduced anrJ read by title only for first reading. 
Clerk Williams read.each by title only and Dilcher read the· 
synopses.
