In the Common Council Chambers of the Municipal Building held on 
February 17, 1982, with Council President Murphy presiding over a 
regular session of the Common Council. 

Councilmembers present: Towell, Porter, Allison, Murphy, Dilcher, 
Olcott, Service, and Hogan. Councilmember Morrison was absent. 

Council President Murphy read the agenda summation. 

Servic.e referred to the Law School expansion and stated that we 
are all part of a community that uses and enjoys that area of the 
campus. More public input is necessary to convince the admin­
istration that the area should remain intact. 

Allison was glad that the Democrats were beginning to look alive 
and active in the political arena. 

Murphy remarked that he thought Tomi would make a very good mayor-­
in Chicago. 

Doris Shipp and Nelda Anderson were nominated to the Redevel­
opment Commission. It was moved by Dilcher and seconded by 
Allison. The nomination was accepted by acclamation.

Allison, who voted no at committee, stated that she felt that it 
was better to have the alley belong to the public and that the 
area was well suited for future development. 

Hogan, who abstained at committee, stated that he had abstained 
from voting because he had not seen the property. After viewing 
the area he saw no reason not to vacate the alley for private 
use. Either clear it and use it as an alley, or let them have it. 

Service stated that if the alley was vacated at this time, we might 
regret it in ten years time, tha t the area was very much ina state 
of flux and that we are basically talking about giving away public 
property. 

Porter stated that the alley could be used as a walkway but 
certainly not as an alley. 

Olcott remarked that if Mr. Zinman had some logical use for the 
strip, he could understand it, but to just use it to park cars 
seems a misuse of public property. 

Tim Mueller, Planning Director, stated the necessity for main­
taining a right-of-way for future city growth. 

Claudia Carroll, Mr. Zinman's law partner, presented a letter 
from Bruce Storm, a nei ghboring property owner, s ta ti ng hi s 
approval of the request. John Kitto, another concerned neigh­
bor, stated that he was interested in improving his property, 
and his attorney had informed him that if he increased the square 
footage of the actual structure he had to increase the number 
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of parking spaces.

He noted that provisions for brick streets had 
been included as well as insurance liability on the part of the 
contractor. 

Service stated that Bloomington has many people who do odd jobs 
and according to this ordinance they would have to go through this 
registration process.

Ayes:6, Nays:2 (Towell, Service) 
Porter moved and Towell seconded postponement until the next coun-
cil meeting. The motion to postpone carried, Ayes: 7, Nays: 1 (Hogan)

Clerk 
Williams read each by title only and Dilcher read the synopses.
