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~In the Common Council Chamber of the Municipal Building held on
March 3, 1982, with Council President Pat Murphy presiding over
a regular session of the Common Council.

Councilmembers present: Morrison, Tewell, Porter, Allison,
Murphy, Dilcher, 0Olcott, Service, Hogan, ‘

Council President Murphy read the agenda summation.

Allison reported that she was pleased with the Hera]d Te]ephone
editorial encouraging citizens and the city to look toward
beautification. The first meeting of the Operation City
Beautiful Committe, this year, will be held on March 11.

Alpha Phi Omega, a service organization on campus, will be
sponsoring a campus-wide cleanup on Saturday, March 13. This
type of student activity is to be highly commended. '

Dilcher extended a welcome and congratulations to Betty Merriman,
recent1y appointed City Controller,

John Goss announced the ground breaking ceremony for the
Third Street Underpass to be held on Thursday, March 4 at
10:30 A.M. A1l were invited to attend this event.

Mike Andrews, former member of the EQCC and concerned gardener
and citizen,addressed the Work Release Tocation site. He
carefully pointed out that the views he was about to express
were his own and in no way did they necessarily represent the
views of the local gardeners. The main question; Mhy work
release per se and was it wanted in Bloomington? And even
though the Dept.of Corrections is promoting work release
centers, the prison system is also expanding. He went on

to say that the U.S. has the highest ratio of incarcerated
populace; he encouraged the Dept. of Corrections to reassess
the site in question. A handout was presented.

Towell stated that Indiana has perhaps the most restrictive
sentencing structure in the U.S. and so of course the prisch

poputation is increasing. One advantage of a local work release

center will be the space available (25 spaces)} fer use by
the local judiciary.. Towell went on to say that for a garden
group to be campaigning against a work release center seems the

worse kind of travesty, Towell further stated that work release

is not an alternative to parole or probation but a way of
getting people out of an environment where they are educated
to be future criminals; work release is the onlty way out of
the dilemma the state has created.

Bill Jones, a west side resident, expressed concern about the
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“N. Rogers St. location because of Fairview School. The Bloomington

Athletic Club  Complex.was unsuitable because of BHS and Mr.
Jones felt the same criteria applied to Fairview. He continued
by saying that a petition with over one hundred signatures

was being circulated and being readied for presentaticn te

the appropriate body. ‘

Towell said that in the eleven years he had been a member
of the Common Council énormous redeve1opment monies had bﬂen
approprlated for the west side. = : .

O0lcott said that Mr. Jdones' petition was well taken and

should be forwarded to the Dept. of Corrections. He also
reminded the group that the Eighth and Morton St. site was

the committee's first choice and the Tentn and Morton St. site
was the second choice.

Service stated that the argumanis were no d1fferent than the
other arguments against the other s1tes ,
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Andrews asked when it might be possible to address these concerns,

Murphy stated that he would personally contact and discuss the mat-

ter with each councilmember.

Porter stated that he was amazed that with alt the publicity
surrounding the site that now, at this time, concerns are
being expressed when so much time has elapsed.

Bob Behrman, another west side resident, said that opposition is

not just. from the gardeners, but also the lgcal residents.

Murphy again reiterated his concern and promised to do all that

he could to contact councilmembers and the Mayor.
