In the Common Council Chambers of the Municipal Building held 
on August 4, 1982, with the Council PY'esident Pro-Tern pre­
siding over a regular session of the Common Council. 

Councilmembers present: Towell, Porter, Allison, Murphy 
(arrived 8:15), Dilcher, Olcott, Service, Hogan. 
Absent: Morrison. 

Council President Pro-Tern Dilcher read the agenda summation. 

There were no messages from councilmembers. 

There was no mayoral message. 

Olcott moved and Dilcher seconded a motion to introduce and 
read Ordinance 82-46 by title only. 

Deputy Clerk Fernandes read the ordinance by title only. 

Olcott moved and Dilcher seconded a motion to. adopt 
Ordinance 82-46. Dilcher read the legislative synopsis. 

Geri Wells said that the synopsis was accurate. 

Porter asked about the reduction of hours from two full 
time to two three·quarter time persons. Wells said that 
the hours in effect would be reduced from 17 to 12 hours 
of service.
