Murphy read the legislative synopsis and gave the committee
report with a Do Pass recommendation of 3-3-3.

Jane Cullen of the Legal Services Organization addressed the
Council. She spoke in favor of passage of the ordinance

since it would accomplish several beneficial things: (1)
would reduce the size from 12 to 5 which would make operation
of the HRC Tess cumbersome while still having enough members
to be representative of the community, (2) it would transfer
probable cause to the staff attorney. She contended that an
attorney is in a better position to determine this and this
would also keep the HRC impartial until the case would come
before them. As long as the attorney is competent, they would
be qualified to determine probable cause, and (3) it would be
oroper not to cover City -employees since it may even be mandated
undeyr the attorney's code of ethics to serve as investigator

and advocate for the City nneates at Teast the aDDearance of
impropriety. v

Ed Howell, Human Rights Commission member, said that the com-
munity is finally aware of the HRC and its functions and he
is concerned that they will be less capable of performing
important functions such as probable cause.

Service said that she did not think any injuslices would be done
by passing the ordinance but she does object to reducing the
roll of the HRC to the point of non-effectiveness by taking
away probable cause determinations. She said she can go along
with not covering“the City but suggested that reducing the
membeyship to five may be going a Tittle bit too far.
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Olcott said he would prefer to see the HRC abolished, but
this is a step in the right direction. He noted that in
1979 the HRC had quorum problems and had a very high turn-
over rate with Commissioners. He contended that the Legal
Department is in a better position to handle this.

Murphy moved and Service seconded a motion to amend Section
2.60.030(a}(2) to increase the membership from five to seven
members with four appointments to be made by the Mayor and
three by the Council. . Murphy said he didn't think five

members was enough and would not be representative of the
community. OTcott added that he didn't think it was represent-
ative of the comminity as it is with twelve members.

Service said it is true that probabiy all of the HRC members
support the goals of the Commission, adding that it would be
fruitless to appoint members that did not.

Hogan said perhaps the Council should consider abolishing

the HRC since people are already covered by state and federal
Taws and the City is spending a Tdt of time and money on this.
He noted that Student Legal Services and Legal Services Organi-
zation are also available to help those in need.

Motion failed by a vote of Ayés: 4, Nays: 3 (Morrison, Olcott
and Hogan}.

Murphy moved and Service seconded a motion to amend the ordi-
nance concerning an appeal process to the chairman of the HRC.
Murphy said this gives the complainant the opportunity to
appeal to the chairperson within ten days for a final determi-
nation.

Olcott asked if people can now appeal to the state and Bill Finch
replied that they can only appeal to the feds, noting that this
amendment js similar to the present procedure.

Morrison said the only way to see if the ordinance will work
" is to give it a try.

Murphy said he would have a difficult time supporting the ordinance
without these amendments.

Hogan said probable cause is very time consuming for the staff
and the HRC would still have to consult with them if they retained
even an appeal function.

Motion failed by a vote of Ayes: -4, Nays: 3 (Morrison, Olcott and
Hogan}.

Dilcher said that she”is not happy with the ordinance but the
alternative is rather bleak: a Commisdion with no staff or funds.

Ordinance 80-60 was then adopted by a roll call vote of Ayes: 6,
Nays: 1 {Service).
