Michael Corbett then appointed Ronald Boehm and 
Betsy Kline to the Telecomnmnications Council. 
He then asked the Council's consent to two 
appointments to the Environmental Coilli·nission; 
reappointment of Richard Loftman and Lynn 
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Grainger. He requested that Appropriation Ordi- \ d 
nance 76-10, for renovation of the Old Library ,be-t;b e 
at the Mayor's suggestion. He said they would 
like to postpone it until the second meeting 
in June so that the administration could get 
more detailed figures and answers to the questions 
that were brought up.at the U/PF committee meeting. 

Councilmember Morrison moved and Councilmember 
Kinzer seconded a motion to accept the Mayor's 
appointments to the Telecommunications Council. 

There was then general discussion regarding the 
appointments. 

Councilmember Kinzer moved and Councilmember 
Morrison seconded a motion to approve the Mayor's 
appointments to the Environmental Commission 
under divided question. 

Richard Loftman and Lynn Grainger were then 
appointed to the Environmental Commission 
by a vote of Ayes: 5, Nays . Nays: J"liddle~. -
ton·; Olcott;· Absent: De St. Croix, Towell. 

Ronald Boehm and Betsy Kline were then appointed 
to the Telecommunications Council by a vote 
of Ayes: 7, Nays: O, Absent: De St. Croix, 
Towell. 

Councilmember Richardson remarked that he is 
very reluctant to vote on appointments that 
have not been publicized, noting that many citi­
zens do not realize when the appointments are 
open. 
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Debb:' Mantell answered that ads were run in the 
pape· but they received only two applications 
for i . • e Telecommunications Council and one for 
the :Environmental Commission, adding that if the 
positions are advertised, and they get no reply, 
there is not much more they can do. 

Councilmember Olcott responded that it is the 
duty of the administration to go out and recruit 
good members. 

Councilmember Young remarked that the people in 
District 3 are grateful that they are getting 
some action on the Smith Road repairs, noting 
that it is the only road that runs north and 
south east of the Bypass. He added that he is 
a little disappointed in the slow progress on 
the bicycle path by the railroad tracks. 

Councilmember Kinzer said that there is an 
opening on the Telecommunications Council for 
a Common Council appointment. She said the 
job would be to oversee cable television in 
Bloomington, and to establish guidelines and 
recommendations along with other functions 
dealing with public access and community 
access for radio and television. 

Councilmember Richardson noted t.hat there 
was a meeting at Elm Heights School regarding 
the Plan Commission meeting on May 24. He 
said there has been much discussion surrounding 
the rezoning of certain properties on l\twater 
and Third Streets between Jordan and Swain. 
He added that there were over sixty people in 
attendance, and that the enthusiasm was high, 
and that it is a strong neighborhood association. 
He said he hoped the Plan Commission would approve 
the Elm Heights proposal along with the Plan 
Department's proposal to rezone the area. 

Councilmember Blume announced that the last 
Council appointed Charlotte Zietlow to the 
Southern Indiana Mental Health Foundation 
as a representative of the Council, with her 
term expiring in 1977. He said she would like 
to have her status clarified, as to whether 
she is still the Council's representative. 

Councilmember Kinzer moved that Charlotte Zietlow 
be reappointed to the SIMHF. 

Councilmember Middleton moved that Councilmernber 
Kinzer be appointed, adding that he felt strongly 
that the Council should appoint a Councilmernber 
to the position. 

Councilmernber Richardson remarked that this .is 
the first time he has heard of this, and that 
he would like to have the appointment opened 
to the public, and moved to table the appoint­
ment. .

Mr. Ed Tjardis, a downtown merchant, remarked 
that the downtown merchants felt that the ordi­
nance would increase the turnover in downtown 
parking, noting that some employees take the 
best parking places every day.

not agree with the idea that by lowering the

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fines that people would pay them sooner. 

John Komoroske explained that you can get 
two violations on your car as it is, you 
can park it for eight hours a day, and if 
the meter runs out that would be one violation 
and if you park in a two hour zone for more 
than two hours, that is a second violation, 
adding up to $ 7. 

Counoilpresident Blume noted that parking 
fees should be raised, to encourage people to 
park further away from downtown, adding that 
there are plenty of parking spaces, but they 
are not being used correctly.

Councilmember Kinzer then gave the committee report 
from U/PF for Resolution 76-19. She explained that 
the committee gave the resolution a Do Pass recom­
medation. She noted that there were two mistakes in 
the resolution, in the third whereas the figure should 
be 4.60% instead of 4.6% because it needs to be accur­
ate to the nearest lOOth, and also a word in section 
four, "portions" should be "positions". 

Pat Gross explained that the resolution is the stan­
dard form that PERF furnishes, but remarked that the 
exceptions have been rewritten for eligibility for 
PERF. 

Councilmerrber Kinzer moved and Councilmember Olcott 
seconded a motion to adopt Pat Gross' amendment in 
the form of a motion. 

The three amendments were then adopted by a ROLL 
CALL VOTE of Ayes: 7, Nays: 0. Absent: Towell, De 
St. Croix. 
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Councilmember Morrison remarked that with the 
city's contributing 4.6%, that the citizens had 
better be prepared for an increase in taxes. 

Councilmember Olcott answered that this resolution 
is a commitment made by the city for city employees 
in negotiations for this year's salaries. 

Duane Conkey, President of AFSCME Local 2487, 
requested that Resolution 76-19 be tabled for two 
weeks, noting that the union has become aware of 
a few things in the last two days, and they would 
like time to investigate the situation and then 
come back with some recommendations on PERF. He 
said the City's .4.6% contribution was for all city 
employees, excluding policemen and firemen , when 
what they negotiated for was for coverage of union 
employees only. He said the Council still has six 
weeks to work something out before the July 1 dead­
line set in the wage agreement. He continued that 
Bill Murphy of PERF, informed them that the City 
Council determines who will or will not be covered 
by PERF. He said during negotiations last year, 
their fundamental commitment was to PERF, which he 
felt was essential, but they did not negotiate for 
clericals, technicals, elected employees, etc. 
He said the present resolution is not responsible 
in terms of the overall economic structure of the 
City of Bloomington. 

Councilmemb er Middleton moved and Councilmenilier 
Richardson seconded a motion to table Resolution 
76-19 for two weeks. 

Bill Finch, Personnel Director, answered that the 
city was trying to meet their contractual commitment 
under Article 10, which states that the city shall 
secure PERF effective July 1, 1976. He continued 
that Bill Murphy had informed him that the city cannot 
join PERF unless the entire city joins PERF.

Councilmember Richardson asked if there will be 
a need for additional staff since there is an 
increase in work load due to the filing of environ­
metnal impact statements from departments.
