by deleting the July 1 deadline, the purpose of the ordinance

would be defeated. He noted (and read} Steve Richardson's (City
Attornsy), opinion to Mayor McCloskey stating that the July 1
deadline is invalid and is not authorized or supported by state
statute, as July 1 is not set out in the statutes and also the

Mayor often does not have the assessed valuation for the city by

the date upon which the tax rate is based. He said it should

be deleted for ancther reason, that the Mayor may veto it since

‘'his legal department's opinion is that the ordinance is invalid.

If the Council overrides the veto, the Council can expect the
filing of a declaratory judgment with the courts, which he said
would hinder the Council's efforts to develop a sound and reasonable
budgetary process. He then went through the reasons for the creation
of the budget, noting the Council doss not sign-off the budget, the
budget is not submitted soon enough, there is no capital improvement
budget, etc. He then suggested that the Council ceeate a comittee
called the Council "Budget and Fiscal Review Committes", which would
be a camittee of the whole and would set up its own procedures and
rules with its own priorities. It then could plan the budgetary
