None. : EXAMINATION OF CLAIMS

Mavor McCloskey reported that he and Mr. MESSAGE FROM MBYOR

John Irvine had met with the HUD officials
ir Indianapolis today, and they assured :
as of their best efforts to getting funding
for Miller Driije sewer this vyear. Theat
they are very concerned about the need of
the Miller Drive area and alsoc think the
City is being most cooperative in seeking
their consideration. The Mayor will Dbe
setting up a meeting with them again soon
to talk about the method of expediting

this project. There is nothing definite,
but their hopes are high.

In regard to the Dust Mill the Mayor

said people were out there removing things
from the premises and the building should
be down by late next week. ’

The Mayvor also stated the County and City
Officials were.beginning a series of regular
discussions that will be expanded to public
officials throughout the County and throuchout
the community and he commended the Commissioners
on their wiliingness to launch discussions

on numerous areas of common ¢oncern, and he
hoped the other governmental agencies they

will be contacting soon will be receptive.

He also stated he was very impressed by the
efforts and vitality of the individuals
comprising the Planning Search Conaittee.

- They are meeting constantly, and he is hopeful
that within the next four or five weeks we
will have a2 Cityv Planner serving the community.
He reported they were getting rather a high
quality of résumés, and there was just af




guestion of making the contacts

and getting the best of them in for
interviews. In talking with Mr. N

Dan Tarlock and members of the Flan
Commission, he learned they would

be starting work sessions on the proposed
zoning ordinance. '

Mr. James Wray of the Transportation
Department reported he was a little
optimistic by adding the second bus,
that the income had doubled. In 1971
income wag 5590.00 and in 1972 it

was $1,057.00. 1In February 1972 it
increased from $314.00 to $678.00 in
the first month operation of the two
buses. He said this indicates a need
for such service and sooner or later
there will have to be a decigion as to
whether or not the City of Bloomington
is to pay for it. There is some:income
to be derived from the service. He
said he could forsee a subsidy in the
neighborhood of $20,000.00 for the two
buses. He gaid the city was testing
some other buses on a"piece meal'basis.
That the buses now in use are nct com-
fortable and pooriy designed, that they
cannot accommodate more than ten people,
and they could run a much larger bus
for not too much more money. He said
they? were getting to the place where
they were going to have to put some
money in for maintenance..He said Mr.
Ed Covey and Dr. Smérk would be meeting
with him next week in regard to putting
together a study for the City of Bloom-
ington, and for formulating som2coon-
crete plans when the demonstration of
the new buses are in town.

Mr. Wray said theyv had resolwved the
problem of pitkingoup wet paper, and

the number one problem is pecple put-
ting out the newspapers, then calling
and .saying they had not been picked up,
this matter will need to be straightened
out.

Councilman Behen asked a guestion con-
cerning the $20,000.00 deficit figure,
and also as to the cost of gasoline and
0oil for running the two buses. Mr. Wray
said the budget for last year for one
bus was $15,000.00 and it woulkd not
cost less to run two. H said he would
get the costs for gasoline and oil for
the buses and reéport to the Council at
their next meeting. ~

Councilman de St. Croix asked if there was
an increasé in the number of passengers
riding the buses.

Mr. Wray said there had been an increase.
That they have weekly and monthlv pases.
Weekly passes are geood for eleven ridey,
and the monthly passes can be used as
often as people care to use them. Thegg
are also instituting family passes.
Councilman de $St. Croix asked that Mr.
Wray report on the number of weekly and
monthly passes they have at their next
meeting.

Councilman Morriscn commented that there
were probably a lot of homes which have
been condemned, buit nct demolished due. :
to the lack of funds by the properity owner
or the city to carxy out demclition. He
also gsaid the City could take down a con=~
demned building and then add the cost to
the property owner's taxes.. :

Police Chief, Carl Chambers reported
that all of the ¥Yzllow Cabs in the City
have been 1nspectaa and all meet the
inspection standards and recommended
the approval of the licenses.

Councilman de St. Croix moved that the
Applicationz for Licenses be approved,.

Efforts to place
returnable bottles on grocery shelves have
failed,.
