In this limited survey of councilmanic actions and, in pari, Administrarive
gotions during the past eight years the parpose is to record some 2f the more
vivid facts and impressions while they are g:ill fresh, thus providing useful
parspective for interested persens who may desire to review events connected
with Bloomington's ity government during thisg period.

The Mayor {John H., Hoocker, Jr.)} aud four members of the Common Jeuncil
{Harry G. Dday, Charles J. Faris, Richavrd W. Fse, Ralph L. Jochnscon} have served
eight years centinucusly, Two members (Robert L. Clegg, Jr., Clyde T. Day)
have served over four vears, and three {James €. Clendening, Robert E. CGrav,

Jack Morrison) have served four yearz. Others whe served as members of the
Council were Guy Moulden and David R. Derge during 1964~-67, Ermal Byers (1968-57),
and William Madden (1968).

WATER SYSTEM

Through appropriate resolutions and ordinances the Council contributed to
the planning and development of a far-reaching water éy@tem fuilyradequate for
virtually all of Monroe County as well as the City of Bloomingron. This included
comprehansive surveys and consultation by Black and Yeatch Consulting Enginears,
the anthérization of a $7,200,000 improvement ﬁrogram which included the
wtilization of Lak: HMonron as an adéitisnal and wajor shurce'of_water, the

construction of a high quaiity and high capacity purificaticn station and intaks

tower at the Lake, construction of twenty-three miles of transmission mains, large
sterage tanks, booster pump stations, hvdraulic pressure zones, telemefering

controls, modern water quality control lazboratory, establishment of Z24~hour moni~
tovding and seryice systems, reorgéﬂization and modernization of the water depart-
:yeﬁt divisions, and establishment of a comprehensive master water plan and development
of contracts with six water ccmpanies-WhiCh ware formed in Monroe Cpunty and ino

Brown County. This dncluded a restructuring of the‘water rates which gives

all éencefned an abundance of water at equitable costa.

In addition, the Griffey treatment plant was modernized and further steps

were taken to minimize the pollution of water sources.

A program of water fluoridation was established following much public discus-

In many other voluntary annexations throughout the past eight years hundraeds

of acres hove been added to the City.

PLANNING

Planning has been an integral part of 211 actions in the Commen Ceuncil nnd

City Administration, This beganr in 1964 with the cemprchensive vater and water

poliution control surveys and planning by Black and Veatch Consulting Engincers.

It was carly conceived that the Ycity plapner” shonid direct planning and

sSarve as a profcssional source of assistance to the Board of Ylanning lommisnsioners
'and to various depermgnts and qcr”i es in tihe City., The first dircctor of '
plamuing, Mr. Cliffoxnd Cquy, was appoinled in Septenber 1968, The firm of Johnsou,
SJobnzon, and Roy was selected to provide an Onvircmmentsl and Natural Kesources
Structura Analysis and Deuelopment Plan. This was completed din 1970. Concurrently
the new Department of Planning and the Plan Comwiscion began detailed preparaﬁion
.of a comprehensive master plan for the City and the two-mile frinre. The resultant
plan was drafted as proposed Ordinance ¥o. 71-29. It was given first reading

ENVIRONMENTAL CONCEENS AND ACTICNS

Planning and developments in general have baen concé}ned with the promotion
of a good environment. This was sincerely expressed in the resolution {(71-19)
and in the ordiﬁénce (71-3%) adopted by the Cpuncil and Administration this vear,
These actions respectively Commitfed the gity government to: {a) a policy of pro-
. moting protection of the environment and ;cnsezvetion of patural resources, and
-(b)uthe establishient and implementaticn of a Commission on Environmental
" Quality and Consexrvation. This is reflected in several categories of the budget
for 1972, ' |
All of this has been exemplified in many specific actions including the fol-
. lowing: closing the City incinerator; closing the open City dump that was
iocated near the old Hensonburg School;'enactment of an air pollution control
ordinance {66—54); enactment of a special crdinance (69-17) regulating the encroach=~
‘ment upon the public right of way of signs and advertising devices and enactment
of a generai_ordinance (71-40) regulating advertising signs and billboards;
| rehabilitation and marked expansion and nmodernization ef the sewage collection
&nd treatment facilities ¢f the City; landscaping of &ll City facilities; plant-
'ing and maintaining trees in the core arez of the Clty; vazing of zccres of delapidaied
‘structures; elimination of “sawdust tepee" at 14th and Dunn and closing of "dust
nill" on South Henderson; strengthening of Department of Redevelopment; establish-
ment and strengthening of Department of Pianning.
Also, the movement toward a better environment was enhanced in various ways
fthrough.several ordinances inecluding the zontrel of air péllution {66-54;, the
licensing of electricians and electrical contractors {(66-41), the adoption of

! . HUMAN RIGHTS AND FATR HOUSING
For some vears prior to 1965 thave ocwisztod In Zleomington a Hovor s Comnittee

on Human Relacions and a.iaiv Howsims Ooro, 7ior. Fairhes sapeinoos hes

standing except that the Mayor of tne {aity allowed his title to be used in the

designation of persons to serve on the fofmer and the latter was primarily ths
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‘informal creaticn of a public spirited citizen, Mrs. Samuel Friedman (Regina)
" and some of her iikﬁ—minded-friends° Both committees served useful purposes,

In 1964, with the stimulation and very helpful assistance of the League of
Women Voters, the Common Council and Mayor bepgan to consider the development
of an ordinance to create a human relations commission. It was felt that
officially and in every reasonable way possivle the City should declare and
practice a position of no-discriminatisn and human rights for all.

A human rights ordinance (65-2) was passed on 4 March 1965. The Human
Relations Commission which it authorized was quickly appointed. It served con-
scientiously and quietiy. Unquesticonably it promoted better human reletions,
but within two years 1t became apparent that the principal problem concerning
" discrimination was in housing and thet z different ordirvance was nseded,

After much inquiry and discussion on 14 Fabruary 1968 a Fair Housing
Commissicn was established (Ordinaﬁce 68-153. Although the new Commission gave
useful service, it was illogical to continue very long with two independent
commissions responsible for the premotion of human rights.

With continuing study and on the basis of experience in other cities, on
. 20 Augdst 1970 the responsibilities of the iwe commissions were merged through
Ordinance 70-37. Ordinances 65-2 and 68-15 were repealed and a new commission
~with broad responsibilities was formed. The current ordinance providss zdequate
authority and direction in essentially all a%yﬂcts of pos gible discrimination
covered in state and federal statutes., Howaver, fnm time to time amendments
may be needed to make it even more useful in promotlng goond human relations and
in the prevention of unfair discrimination. _

The City Adrministration has praecticed the principles of.these ordinsnces
in every way that is possible. For example, for the first time in Bloomington
during the past eight years, black persens have been appointed to the Police De~

partment and the Fire Department.

.MONROE COUNTY COMMUNITY ACTION PROGRAM

Early in 1965 the Birector of the Christian Center, Rev. Marvin Jones, and
a substantial number of other citizens took steps to organize the MCCAP and, through
~1it, to take advantage of available assistance from the newly established Cffice
of Economic Opportunity. The Common Council and the Mayor joined in the under-
I

taking, and cave it official vecognition., In 1988, to conf

rm with chanzes in
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Federal law, the organization became truly a county-wide organization and, as
such, it was officially recognized by the Monrce County Commissioners. Through-

out its existence, as specified in the MCUAP by-laws, the Maver and two members

of the Common Council have served continuoﬁsly on the MCAAP Board. Also, the

Council and Administration have aided in varicus ways to make MCAAP an effective
force for the good of all the community, and especially for the low income citizens.
The purpose and value of MCCAP was well summarized by Mayor Hooker on the
occasion of MCCAFR's foﬁrth birthday. He stated "the emphasis for alleviation of

poverty haé been through education in Headstart, direct service, group growth,
and self-help in the cutreach and senior citizens programs.”
The Common Council and the May;r are proud of the pért that MCAAP has plaved

in making 1ife better for so'many individuals and families in the community.

OTHER ACTIONS

Many other programs and needs have recaived the attention of the Council.
Those conéerning which specific ordinances were adopted include the folléwing:
change from a third class city to a second slags city:; control of zoning i the
two-mile fringe; discontinuation of the City Board of Health and cooperation with
Monroe County in the establishment of the Monrce County Health Department; develop-
ment of the central area of the City of Bloomington through zoning changes, parking
and traffic regulations, sidewalks, beautification, efforts to develop modest cost
and attractive apariment housing for rerired citizens; improvement in procedures,

facilities, and attitudes toward the care and disposal of stray animals; improve-

ments in the collection and disposal of trash, ipcluding the development of

cooperative arrangements with Monroe County; removal of abandeoned motor vehicles
from the streets and other public places; regulation of the encroachment upon
the public right of way of signs or other advertising devices; and requirement
of sidewalks and curbs for all new coenstruction and general improvement in Tegu-
lations concerning new housing developments, the location of mobile homes, etc.

Much has been accomplished and much remains to be dome.
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
