Council President Fee explained that whereas 
the Board of Public Works of the City of 
Bloomington met on ,June 23, 1970, and confirmed 
a resolution recommending the location, size 
and character of and the probable cost of 
acquiring and developing additional off--street 
parking facilities, this meeting was called 
for the purpose of introducing and reading 
proposed Resolution No. 70-20 and proposed 
Ordinance No, 70--28. · 

Councilman Faris moved that the 
proposed Resolution No. 70-20.

Ken Payne said that by paying for off-street 
parking entirely by meter revenue this was in 
effect subsidizing the merchants at the expense 
of those who drive cars. He feels that the 
end result will be to drive the shopper aw;;iy 
from the downtown area. 

Council President Fee noted that parking at 
shopping centers is not free and that the 
shopper pays through his purchases. 

J, W. Riggenberg noted that there might 
be an active movement a.foot to reimburse 
the shopper for his parking expense through 
the individual merchant.

A member of the audience objected to the 
placement of meters in front of private 
residences. 

Grace ~!a.rtin questioned whethe'r the tax 
rate would be changed and the Council responded 
that it would not be. 

Mrs. B. A. Spencer said that all people in 
the hub of Bloomington had been penalized by 
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the growth of the town, but that the city had 
also been enriched. She said adjustments 
must be made and that this has to go down 
as progress. 

Councilman Faris moved that proposed Ordinance 
No. 70-28 be introduced and read by the 
Clerk. Councilman Morri.son seconded the 
motion and it carried.
