Questionable Future: Day" while his statement 
was that he had some expectation that, in the transfer 
of-management to the Department of Health, Education 
and Welfare, there could be some delay and that it 
could- temporarily adversely affect the CAP this fall.

Mr. Hooker said the Board of Public Works 
would open bids on the College Hall Fire 
Station and the Service Control Center. 

He said the City is much appreciative of 
the fact that we have additional news 
media in WTIU, Channel 5. This will add 
a lot in keeping our youth active in Monroe 
County and at Indiana University.
