Mayor Hooker said that Allegheny Airlines, OTEER NEW BUSINESS 
Inc. filed a petition with the Civil Aero-
nautics Board on May 29, 1969 askin~ that 
flight service be discontinued between 
Louisville, Kentucky and Bloonington, r"ndiana. 

Mayor Booker stated that Lake Central Airlines, 
which has since rlterged \-Ji th Allegher1y, aslced 
permission to extend its routes by adding a 
flight fro:n Louisville to Indianapolis. This 
permission was granted with the provision 
that the flight make a stop in Bloomington. 

Mayor Hooker said Bloomington is growing but 
it is a lock.ed comn1uni ty c1ue to lack of 
adequate rail, l1igh1i!a'1 a.r1c1 air service.. :tie 
said we should try to-promote the air service 
we do have and trv to hold on to it. He 
added that Louisville ·anc Inchanapolis are 
not going to oppose the dropping of this 
flight. 

Mayor IIooker believes that Allegheny Air­
lines has not put forth any effort to make 
this flight profitable because they do wish 
to discontir1ue it anC 11e a.sk.ed the Council 
to go on record i~ opposition to the petition. 

Councilman Day moved that Allegheny Airlines, 
Inc. be inform\?c1 that tl1e City of Bloo:-nir1gton 
is opposed to the discontinuance of the 
Louisville to Bloomington flight, in s~pport

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time as they can give us a definite indica­
tion that tl1ey have exhausted all efforts 
to make the flight profitable.

~layor I-Ioo}:cr ack11or,vlecJ.ged t11s IJroblr.:;:n of IvII::SSAGI~S FRt)l,,.1 I'':.P_.YOR 
hiqhlv distasteful and offensive odors 
which' are generated at the Gordon Road 
sanitation plant and are spreading over 
the southern area. This is caused by the 
taking out of service of many stages of 
the south facility for cleaning and improve­
ments. We have a mul ti--million dollar 
t)rogram £02~ improving ot1r sar1i tation facil­
ities which was started last August and is 
to be finished this su.c"llmer. The work being 
done is essehtia.l anc1 vva.s a1)proved by the 
State and Federal governments. 

Mayor Hooker apologized for the condition 
and said he regretted it but he hoped that, 
through the newspapers, people could be 
made to understand. 

Mayor Hooker said reassessment is of great 
concern to all of us. In pointing out the 
outc1atec1 and inad.equate tax structure, l1e 
suggested the following changes should be 
made: 

a. A $10,000.00 homestead exemption for 
tax relief to the aged and persons on 
pensions. 

b. A general $5,000.00 homestead exemption 
for al,l property mvners. 

c. An increase in gross income tax and an 
increase in sales taxes. 

He said the Common Council will have many 
problems to face when it considers .the 
budget for 1970 but the citizens of Bloom­
ington can be assured that the budget 
items will be scrutinized very carefully 
and the several departments will include 
only the most necessary items. 

Councilrnan Johnsc·n moved that claims pre­
sented for payment on May 20, May 30, 
June 1 and June 5, 1969 be allowed. 
Councilman Clendening seconded the motion 
and it carried unanimously.
