“He presented a petition signed by what he .

stated was a total of 65 owners of real estate
in the area. The petitioners felt that the
proposed ordinance would result in additional
concentration of traffic on Vernal and Curry
Pikes and was contrary to reguirements for
good city planning. Mr, Hornaday remarked
that he had no cobjection to the quality of
trailer park, but that it was a gquestion as

to the wisdom of having such concentrated
housing of this type in this area.

Mr. Hornaday stated that the Ditmers, immed-
iately to the east, had hired one of the local
engineers to run a survey. They found the
west edge of tnelr property 95 feet west of
where the fence siands. He stated that there
was obviously a conflict between surveyors and
that there micht be a title dispute.

In answer to his question, Céuﬁbilman 56ﬁné§ﬁ
was told that children on both sides of Curry

— Pike north of Vernal do go to the same school.
