Councilman Moulden moved that proposed 
Ordinance No. 67-9 be in.traduced and read 
by the Clerk.

President Faris called on Mayor Hooker to 
explain this Ordinance. 

Mr. Hooker remarked that this is an invol­
untary annexation initiated by the Council; 
whereas, the Highland Village group asked to 
be annexed. The involuntary ordinance is a 
logical move to make if we are t6 continue 
to provide services to the area which is urban 
in characteri The Council has provided sewer 
and water facilities to the area and pre­
liminary plans are being prepared for a fire 
station in the area as well as Parks .and Re­
creation facilities. 

Councilman Johnson moved that proposed 
Ordinance No. 67-10 be introduced and read 
by the Clerk. Councilman Clegg seconded the 
motion and it carried. 
The Deputy City Clerk read proposed Ordinance 
No. 67-10. 

Mayor Hooker commended the members of the Common 
Council for having performed such a high level of 
service to the City of Bloomington, Monroe 
County, Indiana. Admittedly, the city can not 
pay in dollars for the contribution made by 
each council member, rather the salaries are 
merely a token to compensate for the time lost 
from their regular jobs - time for which an em- , 
player often does not feel obligated to pay -
and for the expenses incurred in carrying out 
their jobs. It is the feeling of the Mayor that 
the councilmen's salary should be commensurate 
with that of the County Commissioners ($3780.00 
per year) and the County Councilmen ($1300.00 
per year), Mayor Hooker respectfully requested 
the Council to consider amending the proposed 
ordinance; at the March 2, 1967 meeting, to a 
figure of $3,000.00, 

Dr. HarLy Day stated that he felt service on 
the common council is a community service, not 
really expected to be compensated for. He felt 
that we should not attempt a several fold in­
crease in the stipend. 

Councilman Fee read proposed Resolution No. 67-3 
and moved that proposed Resolution No. 67-3 be 
adopted. The motion was seconded by Councilman 
Johnson and carried.

Mr. Walter Burkhart - Owner, Mansfield, Ohio 
Bus Lines 

Public transportation is based on service. 
Mr. Burkhart stated that government can not 
do the job of public transportation as well as 
free enterprise. When government gets in the 
picture, a string is always attached, limiting 
free enterprise. There are five essentials to 
living today. They are food, shelter, clothing, 
transportation and communications. (Mr. Burk~ 
hart said at this time that he was very impres­
sed with Bloomington, but there were not as 
many buses in Bloomington as he had expected, or 
as many as Bloomington needed.) Mr. Burkhart 
stated that there are three (3) types of people 
in a community: the hard core who depend on the· 
bus, the ones who never ride a bus, and the oc­
casional riders. He also said the very old and 
the very young are the first.ones affected by 
the bus. The Mansfield, Ohio bus company gets a 
thirty (30) year franchise. In answer to some 
questions, Mr. Burkhart reported they charge 
25 cents for adults, lS cents for children, under 
the age of six, there is no charge, and there is 
a five cent charge for transfers. They have 
eighteen, l2 passenger buses, and six, l9 pas­
senger buses. Their bus schedule is from 5:l5a.m. 
to 6:l5 p.m., they make 26 trips per day. They 
serve every section in town with special trips 
to the industrial areas. The attitude of the 
management should be with respect to employees. 
Management should be strict as well as fair. He 
also mentioned the free school bus is the largest 
competitor of the bus lines. Mr. Burkhart felt -
that Bloomington is a very desirable community 
for transportation system. With 40,000 people, 
they should have 4,000 riders a day. 

Councilman Harry Day introduced Dr. George Smerk, 
Indiana University School of Business. Dr. Day 
expressed the hope that Dr. Smerk and the Univer­
sity will be able to help Bloomington and that all 
will take a long look at Mr. Burkhart's methods. 
A workable program should be set up to help in 
the training of transit company leadership. 

Dr. Smerk was called upon to make any comments. 
Dr. Smerk said that Indiana University will help 
the city of Bloomington in planning for a trans­
portation system. He also stated that government 
can provide a little aid to help the city get 
started on the plan. The great weakness in trans~ 
portation in this country, Dr. Smerk said, is 
that we have no one who knows how to run it.

It is nice for the council to have a person 
such as Mr. Burkhart to bring this information 
about successful transportation operations to 
them. .Especially one that is. operated on a 
free enterprise basis. More important is that 
we have people in this country with old fashion­
ed guts and belief in themselves and who pursue 
this. I hope members of the press convey to the 
people of Bloomington Mr. Burkhart's comments. 
Besides the transportation problem, Bloomington 
has a problem of housing shortage. National Homes 
is coming out with a mini-home, which might be 
linked to Bloomington's housing shortage pro­
blem. There will be more suggestions on the 
housing situation later. I would like to call 
attention to the proposed Seal of the City of 
Bloomington, in the Council Chambers. This seal 
might be used for public relation purposes, on 
the doors of Bloomington's businesses, car win­
dows.
