THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA, met in the
Council Chambers in the Municipal Building on Thursday, May 5, 1965, at
the hour of sewven thirty ofclock (7:30 P.M.)} E.S8.Te in regular sessicn
with Mayoer John H. Hooker, Jr., presiding briefly when Charles J. Faris
became President of the City Council and presided at the evening's
meeting.

Meeting callied to order by Mayor Hooker.

Councilman Charles J. "Bud® Faris was elected unanimcusly as President
of the City Council, City of BRloomington, Indiana.

As Mayor Hooker handed the gavel to Councilman Faris he stated it was
indeed a rare and unique occasion in the City of Bloomington this
evening, as the Mayor has served as President of the City Council for
well over 100 years. With the City moving into a second class City
status, of course this changes the whole complexion and legisliative
methods of the government of the City.

Upon receiving the gavel, Councilman Faris made the following remarks:
"Thank you, Gentlemen, for the honor of presiding over this City Council.
I pledges to do my utmost to continue the excellent mapner in which Mayor
Hooker has presided cver this City Council during the past two and one-
half years." "Again, thank you."
