Resolution 66-7 

City Clerk Marion Tardy read Resolution 66-7. 

Mayor Hooker suqgested that the Council take 
advantaoe of the 54th act of the 1953 General 
Assembl~ which gives the city authority to 
establish a City-County Building Authority 
which can l~ase prooerty within the county. 
This does not mean that the city is obligated 
in any way to construct a city-county buildinq. 
For this establishment there are certain steps 
to follow: 
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A. Have the presiding officials of the 
City and County Council and the 

.President of the Board of Commission­
ers to enter into a joint declaration 
with County Auditor that a nublic 
hearino should be held on a certain 
date for the discussion of establish" 
ing a City-County Building Authority. 
The City and County Council would 
then create a resolution which would 
establish a City-County Building 
Authority. 

B. Advance this Authority sufficient 
operatinq capital to open for 
business. This Authority would 
then make a space studv for the 
development of a City~County 
Building. 

C. Then the Authority would have 
special papers drawn up which would 
enable them to enter into a con­
tract obligating the city and 
county for so m~ny dollars for 
the use of so much snace for a 
certain number of years. 

If this community is to keep in step with 
the continuing growth and to perform in a 
qood manner, we must continue to explore 
the possibilities for the economic arowth 
of Bloominoton. Mavor Hooker uraed that 
Resolution-66-7 be ~ccepted. · 

Councilman Robert Clegg moved for the 
adootion of Resolution 66-7 which reads 
as ~allows: ''BE IT RESOLVED bv the 
Common Council of the Cttv of Bloominaton 
that there be filed with the County Auditor 
a notice stoned by the presiding officer of 
the Board of Commissioners of Monroe County, 
and the presiding officer of the County 
Council of Monroe County, stating that the 
Common Council, the Board of Commissioners, 
and the County Council have agreed to hold 
a public hearino upon and to consider the 
creation of a Bloomington-Monroe Countv 
Buildino Authority, and in said notice to 
fix a time and place for public hearing 
thereon and reouestinq the County Auditor 
to oive notice of oublication of such 
hea~ing as required by law.

Councilman Harrv Oav stated that a 
committee of three had been appointed 
to study in depth the report oresented 
on the Bloominqton Mass Transportation 
Study. 

A report was given bv Dr. Leslie 
Waters of the I.U. School of Business. 
Or. Waters agreed that some bus service 
is needed. Althouah all peorle do not 
use the bus service, it is present if 
they need it. It is a sellinq ooint for 
the community. Mansfield, Ohio, which 
lost their bus service also, was for­
tunate enouah in 1962 to have an in­
dividual start a bus service using the 
smaller busses which seat 12. The small 
bus costs $3,500. It provided reaularity 
of service. The maintenance cost was 
low and better qas mileaae was obtained. 
Dr. Waters announced that Federal 
Assistance could be obtained for 
a comprehensive oroaram. He did feel 
that the city service should be kept 
separate from Indiana University 
service. 

Councilman Faris apoointed a committee 
of three consisting of Councilman Harry 
Day, Chairman, Richard Fee, and Ralph 
Johnson. This committee should work 
out a proposed proaram and oresent 
it to the Council. 

The first "concrete' evidence of a 
water proaram was seen on June 16 with 
the Roqer Au Comnany on Project C. A 
36-inch water line was installed from 
the Purification Station to Bloomington. 

All projects will have started con­
struction by the end of June. The 
officers and members of the water 
operations are invited to meet on 
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Monday June 20, 1966, at 7:30 P.M. to 
create an association of water com­
panies in Bloomington. 

As of May 1, 1966, the charqe for 
water service was increased. The 
actual bill was sent out the first 
week of June. 

Mr. Hooker announced that consultation 
would beqin with Black and Veatch 
in Kansas City to work out in detail 
the tasks that have to be performed 
to qet the sewaqe orogram up to the 
lev~l of the waier' oroaram at this 
time. A proposed ordinance will be 
recommended to the Council concerning 
waste control at the first meeting in 
July. 

The Bloomington Plan Commission will 
be requested to announce to the public 
through legal notice that the Ciiy 
Plan Commission will hold public hearing 
in the Council room for consideration 
of re-classifying the tract of ground 
of the Limestone Center Program for 
Bloomington. If it is felt desirable 
by the Plan Commission, they will make 
a resolution, and if the Council is in 
agreement, an ordinance will be com­
posed and adopted. 

The city is moving ahead on the street 
proqram. Possession of the Turner Pro­
perty has been obtained. Next week the 
buildings in the Turner Prooerty area 
will be razed. 

City Attorney Cotner reported that 
the City Parks and Recreation Depart­
ment had received from Dave Rogers 
the deed for the second tract of 
Winslow Park for two-thirds of the 
forty acre tract. 

Councilman Faris asked for nominees for 
the Metropolitan School Board. Council­
man Moulden moved that John Broqneaux 
be appointed to the Board. Sec6nded by 
Councilman Clyde Day. 

Councilman Harry Day gave a summary of 
Mr. Brooneaux's qualifications. 

''John ~- Broqneaux is one of a verv 
substantial number of citizens who 
is especially well qualified to 
serve on the Metrooolitan School 
Board at this time of dynamic 
qrowth and development in our all­
important public sthool system. 

It has been verv difficult for me 
to sift throuqh

all the facts and 
opinions so that I might make a 
choice which, in my judqment, would 
be best for the entire communitv. 
I am sure this has been the ex­
oerience of each councilman. As 
we all aqreed many months ago, it 
is exceedin0lv important to have a 
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School Board comnosed of responsible 
citizens with different backarounds 
but all of such nature that the 
strengths of each member are cumula­
tive and complementary. Each should 
contribute somethina that is unique 
and valuable. John-Broaneaux can 
contribute in a number of ways and 
he satisfies these criteria. 

His formal traininq and major ex­
oerience has been in Education and 
in Physical Training. He has 
manaaed an insurance aqency lonq 
enough to strenqthen his knowledae 
of economics and taxation. His 
service on various community boards 
has given him competency in dealing 
critically and constructively with 
budgets. Moreover, throuahout 
all of his activities in coaching, 
teachin 0 , and in a wide variety of 
community organizations he has learned 
how to work cooperatively and ef­
fectively with administrators and 
the public. He understands human 
nature and he genuinely wants the 
greater Bloominqton area to have 
the finest educational system that 
is possible. 

John Broqneaux was born in Indiana 
55 years ago. His undergraduate 
trainina was received at Ball State 
Teacher; Colleqe. In 1937 he ob­
tained his M.S. in Education at 
Indiana University. In 1948 he 
received the degree, Director of 
Physical Education. He was a 
teacher - coach - administrator in 
the public schools of Indiana for 
more than 20 vears, 17 of which were 
in Bloomingto~. From 1955 - 59 he 
was the local branch manager of an 
insurance companv. Since 1959, he 
has been on the faculty of the 
School of Education and the School 
of Health, Physical Education and 
Recreation. -

Ourinq World War II he was a gunnery 
officer in the United States Navv. 
He has been a United Fund Co-cha~rman, 
member of the Salvation Armv Board, 
Boys' Club Board of Directors, YMCA 
Board, and Council of Social Aaencies 
Board. He was the President of the 
Southern Indiana Athletic Conference 
in 1949. He has held offices in the 
State, Mid-west, and National Health, 
Physical Education and Recreation 
Association. He is a member of many 
organizations including: Blue Key, 
Phi Delta Kappa, Indiana Association 
HPER Life Member, Elks, Masonic Lodge, 
Lions Club, and the Crane NAD Officers 
Club. While he was a public school 
teacher, he was a member of the 
National Education Association. He be­
longs to the First Christian Church. 

Mr. Broqneaux is married to the former 
Ruth Louise Younq, who was a regular 
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oublic school teacher several years and 
who for sometime was a substitute 
teacher in the Bloominqton schools. 
They have two children. Patricia Jeanne 
Brennan, aqe 26 and Diana Lvnn, 20, a 
junior majorinq in English at Indiana 
Universitv. There are two grandchildren."
