Slnce yUQ‘u;g in effect soliciting public opinion
on the proposed electrical ordinance we hereby wish
to go on record as approving the settlng of minimum
standards for electrical installation in homes,
apartment houses, businesses, buildings, etc.

We are strongly opposed to the propdséd ordinance

which would grant a virtual monopoly to the loecal
- electrical union for insgtallation of all electrical
. Work.

We see no justification in penalizing home owners
and prospective home builders by granting this type
of monopoly. Great increase in cost of homes is' the
inevitable result. Why should not a home bullder be .
~allowed to have competative bids from out-of-town
contractors? The proposed ordinance would virtually
- kill this possibility. Competition is a part of
. - democracy-we should not allow it to be hampered.
