Councilman Harry Day - "For the record, would you comment briefly
as to the general procedure followed to establish these rates?” |

Mayor - "Black & Veatch, Consulting Engineers for the City of Bloom-
ington, conducted a consumer's analysis and cost of service study. The
results of the analysis and study were used to develcop the structure and
form of these proposed rates and charges.”

Cournicilman Moulden - ""When would these rates become effective?”
Mayor - "On the date of the sale of the bonds."

John Waggaman - "I find these rates very upsetting ... not in re~
gard to the rate for water, but for sewage rates. Will my sewage bill
rise with my water bill?"

Mayor - "This proposed water rate increase will not affect your
sewage charge. Sewage service charges are based only on the amount, in
thousand of gallons, of water consumed.”

Mr. Waggaman ~ '"How do these rates compare with other cities?"

Mayor - "They are probably higher, but it is difficult to make a
comparison. Source of supply, treatment facilities, size of trans-
mission mains, age of facilities, etc., are to be considered in setting
water rates.,”

After discussion and explanation of the provisions of Ordinance No.
