proposed or planned total expenditure of the public hody for its capital
improvement projects is increased by an amount approximately equal to the
non=Federal funds reguired to complete such public works projects:

L. That as of the date of filing of am application by City of Bloomington,
Indiana with the Homddpg and Home Finance Agency, United States Government,
for a grant to aid in financing the construction of an incinervator the
Applicant had a capitael inprovements plan or capital improvaments budoet
for the fisecal year or years during which construction of the proposed
project is expected teo occur; and that the total expenditure for capitdl
improvements in said plan or budget was $35,000 for the fiscal vear ending
1963 and noem For the fiscal vear eddipgg None,

2+ That, in the event that seid Federal grant is approved by the United

States of America, said capital improvements plan or capkial hudpget will

be increased hy $300,000 for the fiscal vear ending 19263 and none for the
Fiscal vear ending none, for a total increase of $300,000 in the proposed
or plammed total expenditure for capital inprovement profgects .

3., That said increase in the proposad or plammed total expenditure for cap=
ital improvements projedts is approximately sgual. to the nornsFederal

funds required to complete the publiec works project for wheib the applicas
tion is to hz submitted,
