THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Couneil of the
City of Bimomlnﬂfon, Indiana approves the establishment of a full time
County Health Depariment, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Commpn Council recommerid that
the County Commissioners take neecssary action to establish and maintain
a health department,
