ACCEPTANCE OF THE GRANT OFFER 

WHEREAS, there has heen filed with the Government in behalf of the 
City of Bloomingt~n, Indiana (herein called the Applicant) an appli­
cation, Project Number APW-Ind.-80G dated April 2, 1963, for Federal 
assistance under the Public Works Acceleration Act, Puhlie-!Jaw 87-658, 
and the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, acting by and through the Regional 
Director of Commwiity Facilities, has transmitted to the Applicant 
for acceptance a Grant Offer dated September 11, 1963 of Federal as­
sistance in aonnecrticm with the Project referred to in said applica­
tion and described in said Offer; and 

WHEREAS, said Grant Offer hi. s been fully censider ed inaccordance with 
all pertinent rules of procedure and legal requirements, and made a 
part of the Applicant's public records; and 

WHEREAS, it is deemed advisab~e and in the public interest that said

City Engineer Long stated that Resolution 17,.. 1963 was accepting 
Federal Aid for construction of a new water main for the City.

From Public Safety Committee; Sept. 17, 1963 

THE Public Safety Committee, after study and recommends that 20 mph. 
zones be permanently ea'Eablished on the following streets, 

1. Woodlwwn from Maxwell to the south city limits. 

2. Henderson fi•om Maxwell to Davis St. 

The Committee also recomm@rldsthat Resolution #3, 1962 as passed by 
City Council June 5, 1962 be readopted and enforced immedianlJI for 
a period of 90 days. 

During the ninety day period a cgmplete survey and study 9Y the Traffic 
Commission and the Police Department is requested and that such sur­
vey be submitted to the Council for consideration and action. 

The streets to be zoned 20 mph. area-

Southdowns Drive from High Street to Woodlawn. 
Ruby Lane from High Street to Mitchell. 
Circle Drive from Southdowns to Ruby Lane. 
~outh Mitchell from Maxwell Lane to Ruby Lane. 

A n!'imber of reasons can he stated for the above request; 

1. Area residents made the original request and the feeling in 
general is that speeding has been considerably reduced. 

2. 20 mph. Lspeeds have been in effect for quite some time and 
much consideration must be given to school children who must 
use the streets as walkways. 

3. We do not believe that an extension of this resolution can 
cause any undue hardship on any driver or pedestr.i:m.

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Councilman Peace reported that he ,and the Fire Chief has he,en working , 
with the Traffic Commission to i111J?rove traffic around the new Univer.,- , ~ 
sity Fire Statd:on. He alsc;i stated that the new traffic signal at 10,th 
and College Ave. was in operation.
