Councilman Hiclunan moved, seconded by Councilman Faucett that the petition
for increase in lumination be approved from the present lumen to the next
higher lumen alt the corner of Sixth and Waldron; motion unanimously carried.

Preliminary report was made by Councilman Sikes who stated that meetings have
been held on the taxie-cab ordinance and report will be fortheoming.

March reports were received and placed on file from the Banitarian Officer,
Fire Department, Rosehill Cemetery, and the Street Deparitment.

Annual reports for 196] were received and placed on file from the Engineering
