THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA, met in the Council
Chambers in City Hall, on Tuwesday, July 3, 1962, at the hour of seven-
thirty ofclock (7:30 P,M.)} in regular session with Mavor Mary Alice Dunlap
presiding.

The meeting was opened with a prayer by Councilman Graves,

Councilman Peace moved, seconded by Councilman Faucett that the minutes of
the last regular meeting of June 17, 1962 be approved as submitted to each
individual councilman; moticn unanimously carvied.

Councilman Sikes moved, seconded by Councilman Chitwood that Ordinance No,

13, 1962 be advanced to second reading by title only. Roll call vote the motion
was unanimously carried. After second reading by title only by the Clerke
Treasurer, Councilman Hickman moved, seconded by Councilman Sikes that

Ordinanece No, 13, 1962, pertinent to rezoning of certain property in the
northwest section of the City, be duly adopted. After public hearing and

Our Department has been honored and commended many times nationally for our
fire prevention activities./ In order for us to maintain our high state
and national ranking, it is necessary to be continually on the alert for
advanced plamming,

This Fire Safety Commission which is dedicated to the protectien of families
and homes and which is composed of citizens willing to partifiipate in this
picneer program will become an active and working group,

The Commission will be of great assistance in the education of the general
public to the benefits of fire safety and prevention. Also working as
neighborhood groups, the Commission can be of waluable help to the Fire
Prevention Bureau in home inspections, cleanpup, outside burning and many
other vear-round activities.

I am suvre that many thousands of dellars in property value will be saved from
fire as a result of this Commission.

T0: The Mayor and the Common Counicil of the City of Bloomington. At the !
regular meeting of the Bloomington Traffic Commission, June 27, 1962 the :
following vecommendations were made and are hervewith submitted to the Mayer

and the Commnon Council for their approval:

l. Recommends that, at the intersection of Winding Way and Kingsley Drive,
in Fritz Terrace Addition, Winding Way be made the preferential street
and Kingsley a Yeild street, with a sign so designaténg.

2e Recommends no-parking and that the curb be painted yellow for approximately
2 car spaces south of the RERswitch south of Second street on the east side of
Reogers.

3., Recommends that a 90~day emergency no-parking be placed on the south side
of Monon Drive from Walnut street to the rear of the Crandall Marvket,
A complete and comprehensive study will be made and forwarded to the Counecil.,

4. Recommends a Resclution be sent the State Highwayv Commission to remove
parking on the west side of Walnur from Hillside south te the City limits,

5. Recommends that a no-parking be established on Indiana Avenue From Kirkwood
north to 10th Street. ]

6. Recommend no-parking be designated on the south side of Third Street from the
Leather Shop east to Lincoln Street.

7. Recommends it 20MPH be estTablished on a 90~day trial basis in the areas:
a, East First Street, Maxwell to High,
b, Mitchell, Maxwell to Third Street.
c. SHo, Woodlawn, Maxwell to City Llimits,
de Maxwell, Woodlawn To Henderson,
e, Henderson, Maxwell to Grimes,
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During this périod a complete and comprehensive study will be made of the
entire arvea for speed and a report forwarded to the Council.

The Clerk-Treasurasr read the following letter Irom the Dept. of Health, Education

and Welfare which had been received ¥y the Mavor:

Dear Mayvor Dunlap:

The United States Conference of Mayors voted on May 16, at its confervence in
Miami Beach, "te cooperate fully™ in bringing to the attention of the Mavors
of the nation's cities the need for a greatly increased resettlement of Cuban
refugees,

Speaking at the conference, the Honcrable Abraham Ribiceff, Secretary of the
Department of Health, Education, and Welfare, pointed out that:

"The United States is now faced with a great and urgeniprobleme——
that of reseftling the largest mumber of refugees im our history.

"Rut the United States is now given an opportunity--that of giving
a fair and even break 0 a people of great courage~-a people who
have had the guts to give their all for freedom; the Cuban refugees,”
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The Secretarv also outlined the Federal Govermment's l0-point resettlement
program to make it possible for cities such as yours to support resettlement,
Among other things, the Secretary made clear that:

(L) The Feg@eral Government "assures the community receiving the
Cubans that, if the resettlement is unsuccessful, they will not
become chafges of the new commmilty,”

{2) The Federal Government provides "a transition assistance
allowance of cne month's additional payment of up to $100 a

family for those receiving public assistance in Miami who are willing
to ge to other cities.”

(3} The Federal Government pays the cost of transportation.

Enclosed is the 10=~point program so you will have the complete piecture., In
conclusion, the Seorvetary said:

"The refugees from our unhappy neighbor, Cuba, had to melle a choice,
The choice was a desperate one: their jobs, their homes, their
property, their friendse-w~or freedom, They chose freedom,

"Now vou nmst make a choice. It is much easier: either you shrug

off the Cuban refugees or you can lend assistance to them and assurance
to their cause=-and to your country's. I have every confidence in
your deeision,’

One way vyou can participate in (Cuban refugee vesettlement is to create a
Mayor's Committee, a method mentioned by mayors themselves,

We trust vou will creat such a Committee to implement the resolution of the
United States Conference of Mayors, Attached awe suggestions, taken from
the experience of other cities, in forming commmnity committess. A copy
of the resolution approved by the Mayors® Conference is alsc enclosed.

Please be assured that we seek you r cooperation in resettlement of refugees
only to the degree that vou believe your city can participate, You may want
to spread the number coming to your city over a perioff of time, You can be
certain that we will give your Committee our fullest cooperation.

May we hear from you seon concerning your city's active support of Cuban
refugee sesd resettlement?
