-ACTION OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS AND SAFETY
’ 'BE IT RESOLVED, by the Common Council of the City of Bloomington
that there is a need for additional off-street parking for the
downtown area of the City o Bloomington, and the resolution adopted
by the Board of Publié Works and Safety on the 18th day of July, 1961,
approving negotiations for the acguisition of certain additional
lands be accepted and approved, ’ ‘

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of Public Works and
Safety is now directed and authorized to prepare plats, a description
of lands proposed to be acguired and used, and plans and drawings for
the proposed project, together with a general estimate of the cost
of acquisition, construction and instailations of the project. -

Baid Board of Public Works and Safety is Ffurther directed,
when such plats, descriptions, plans and drawings have been prepared
to adopt a resolution approving the same, declaring that upon invest-
igation, it has been found necessary for the proper protection of the
public safety and welfare, and that it will be a public utility te 1
the City of Bloomington, and its citizens to construct and maintain
additional off~street automobile parking facilities as described
thereing

And 8aid Board of Public Works and Safety is further aunthorized
and directed to acquire such lands as the plans have-provided, to~wit:
In Lots Number 185 and 186 to the City of Bloomington, Indiana,
located at the southwest corner of the-intersection of East Sixth
Street and Lincoln Streets in this city, at a price not to exceed
Eighty Thousand Dollars ($80,000,00) for said lands; and in Lots 83
and 84 at the northwest corner of the Monon Railroad and Fourth
Streets , at a price not to execeed Fifty~seven Thousand Five Hundred
Dollars ($57,500,00} for said lands;

The Board of Public Works and Safety is further directed in
said resolution to set out the probable costs and the proposed
method of financing said project.

Said Board of Public Works and Safety is further directed
that said resolution, plats, descriptions, plans and drawings, and
general estimate of the costs shall be open to inspection by all
persons interested in or affected by the acquisition of the property

- proposed to be acquired, or the construction or the operation of said

project., Notice of the adoption of said resolution and the purpose
thereof, and of the fact that such plats, descriptions, plans or

¥36 drawings, and general estimate of costs have been prepared and
can be inspected, shall be published once each week for two weeks

in two newspapers published in Monroe County, Indiana, which

notice shall name a date not less that ten days after the date of the
last publication on which said Board will hear all persons interested
in or affected by such proceedings, and consider any remonstrances

or objections filed, and will finally determine the public utility
and benefit to the city and its citizens.




' The Board of Public Works and Safety is directed to take
all steps: and proceedings and to make and enter dinto all- contracts
and agreements necessary. for incidental to the performance of its- -
duties and execution of its powers wunder Chapter 1950 of the Acts of -
the Indiana General Assembly for the vear 1955.
