All members of lthe Common Council after being ecalled by telephone
met in special session to adept a econvening time for Council meeting
beginning the first meeting in October 1961, Council Sikes moved,
seconded by Councilman Faucett that the (ommon Council conveéne at
6:30 P.M. CST on thée first and third T uesday of each month; motion
unanimously carried,

Resolution Ne. 12, 1961 was presented te the Common Council for study.
After study of this resolution, and inasmuch as action is necessary
before September 28, 1961, the members of the Commen Couneil voted

te meet im speecial session to comsider the resclution., 8Six members
being present eliminated the necessity of notice of special meeting
as their atrtendance is deemed a waiver of such notice. Couneilman
Sikes presented Besolution No. 12, 1861 as follows:

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions eof Title I of the Housing
Act of 1949, as amended, the City of Bloomington, Deparitment of Re-
development has entered inte a contract, designated Contract No. Ind

R-23 (GN}A, with the Federal Government pursuwant to which the Government
has made available to the City of Bloomington, Depariment of Redevelopmant
financial assistance for the preparation of a General Neighborhood Renewal
Plan fer the urban renewal area designated as Dyer Scheol Avea Urban Renewal

in the City of Bleomingten, State of Indidna; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bloemington, Deparitment of Redevelopment

propeses to lundertake with Federal finasnciallassistance one er more
urban renewal projects ip the above descrihed vrhan renewal area; and

WHEREAS, there has been prepared and referved to the Common Copnecil

for review and approval a General Neighbood Renewal Plan for the urban

WHEREAS, said Genmeral Neighborheod Renewal Plan has been approved by
the governing body of the City of Bloomington, Department of Redevelopment,
as evidenced by the copy of said bedy's duly certified reselution approving said
General Newghborhood Remewal Plan which is attached thereto; and

- WHEREAS, khere have also been presented to the Common Council certain
supplementary data, including data respecting estimated grant-in-aid requirements,
reloecation requirements and resources, and governmental actions required to
carry out said General Neighborhood Reaewal Plan; and

WHEREAS, a general plan is in existence and is recognized and used as
a guide for the general development of the City of Bloomingten,as a whole;
and, alsc, there has been presented to the Housing and Home Finance Administrator,
and said Administrateor has approved, a Program for Community Improvement
{(Workable Program} for the community:; and

WHEREAS, the City Plan Commission of the City of Bloomington, which
is the duly designated and acting official plamning body fer the Loecality, has
reperted to the Common Council respecting the conformity of said General Neighs
borhood Renewal Planm te the general plan feor the City of Bleoemington as a wheole:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOIVEDR by the Common Couneil of the City of
Bloomington, Indiana as follows:

i That the General Nedghborhood Renewal Plam fer the area aforementioned,
having been duly reviewed and considered, is hereby approved; that it is de=
termined to be adequate as an outline of the urban renewal activities proposed
for the area invelved, as & framework for the preparation of urban renewal
plans, and as an indication generally, to the extent feasible in preliminary
planning, of land uses, population density, building ceverage, prospective
reguirements for the conservation and rehabilitatiom of preperty, and any
portions of the area contemplated for clearance and redevelopment; and that
the Clerk-Treasurer be and is hereby directed to file said copy of the General
Neighborhood Renewal Plan with the minutes of this meeting.

2. That it is heeeby found and determined that said General Neighborheod:d
Renewal Plan for the wrban renewal area conforms to the general planm of the City
of Bloomington and to the Program for Community Improvement.

3. That it is the intention of this Body that the Gemeral Neighborhood
Renewal Plan be used to the fullest extent feasible as a guide for the prevision
of public improvements in such area, and that said Plan will be considered in
formulating codes and other regulatory measures affecting preperty in the area
and in undertaking other local gevernmental activities pertaining to the development,
redevelopment, conservation, and rehabilitatéen of the area,

4, That in order to implement and facilitate the effectuation eof the Plan
hereby approved, this Body hereby (&) pledges its cooperation im helping to ecarry
out the Plan; Yreguests the various officials, departments, boards, and agencies
of the City of Bleomingten having administrative responsibilities in the premises
likewise te cooperate tec 1such end and to exercise Their respective functions

and powers in a manner consistent with the Plan; and (¢} stands ready to consider
and take appropriate aetion upon propesals and measures designed to effectuate
the Plan..
