November 21, 1861

THE COMMON COUNCEL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA, met in the Council
Chambers in City Haliﬁ on Tuesday, ﬁovembey El,-lgﬁl, at the hour of sisxe
thirty o'clock {6:30 P.M. CS5T} in regular 5e55101,

Members present:; Sikes, Chitwood, Peape, Fauecett, Hickman
Graves and Shertzer.

Councilman Peace moved seconded by Councilman Faucett, that the minutes
of the last regular meetinz November 7, 196) be approved as submitted
to each Individoal Eaunciiman; motion unanimouslv csrried.

Mayor Lemon brought to the attention of the Common founcil a petition
that had been received aml signed by approximately two hundred citizens
supporting commnunity Tallout shelters., He also reported that he had
received a summons Ifrom the Monroe County Cirecuit Court concerning the
vacating of the alley south of 17th. Btreet and east of Walnut Street
and suggested that this be referred to the City Attorney.

Due to ancther commitment Mavor Lemon reported that he would be umable
te preside Tor the enitire meeting and requested that the Council appoint
a presiding officer. Councilman Hickman moved seconded by Councilman
Chitwood that Councilman 5ikes vreplace Mavor Lemon as presiding oificer;
motion unanimously carried.

Councilman Peace presented an appropriation Ordinance No. 4, 1961 for the
Tirst reading. Councilman Peave moved, seconded by Councilman Chitwood
that Appropriation Ordinance No. 4, 1961 be advanced to second reading
by title onlv.upon roll call vote; motion unanimously carried.

After second reading ssey Councilman Chitwood moved, seconded by Councilman
Hickman that Appropriation Ovdinance No. Y be duly adopltsd. Upon roll

call vote Appropriation Ordinance No. 4, 1981 was unanimously adopted.
Councilman Peace then presented Resolution No. 15, 1881,

of America, and

WHEREAS, the same further anthorizes the depository of such
securities in a bank or trust company located either within or
without the State of Indisna, having the combined capital and sur~
plus of at least $10,000,000 according to the last published report
of condition for such bank and trust company, and

WHEREAS, the Clerk-Treasurer of the City of Bloomington reports
that there is now on hand the sum of $100,000,00 available for
re-investment in the Water Bond and Interest Sinking Fund Account, and

WHEREAS, the Clerk-Treasurer reports There is now held by the City
of Bloomington the swn of $100,000,00 in U. 8. Treasury Bonds for the
Sewer Bond and Intevest Sinking Fund, together with the sum of $135,000.00
in the Water Bond and Interest Sinking Fund.

NOW, THEREFCRE, BE IT RESCLVED thatl the Clevk-Treasurer of the City
of Bloomington be authorized snd she is now avthorized and directed
to invest the $100,000,.00 of money in the Water Bond and Interest
Sinking Fund in bills, ceertificates of indebtedness, notes and bonds
of the United States of America.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all said funds, including the ine
vestment hereinabove authorized be deposited with the Continental
Tilinois National Bank and Trust Company of Chicago, Illincis, and
that the obtain therefrom the duly executed safekeeping receipt ogxsaid
hanl. '
