VHERBAS, as reported ip the press at the ftime, this group,
after extensive study and research, estimated that it would cost

swxmmlng Boal faczlltles including the bhath hauses and

CWHEREAS, according to reliable studies building costs have
risen Dy a@piexxmately i@% since 1955; and

WHaEEAS, one of the duties of the Park Board im cities of the
third class is to plan prk facilitées, including swinming pools,
and bath houses, and

WileRBAS, City Councils in cities of the third class are
anthorized, in their judgment, to levy taxes or horrow money to
provide funds for construction of such facilities, and

WHEREAS, the members of the Bloomington City Council believe
that 1ntellzgent practice of economy and frugality in govexnment
nesad not become a lost arxt; and

WPERE&S, the cuestion has been raised as to the necessity for
a bath houvse measuring a maximum of sixty-four feet in width by
169 feet in length, and

WHEREAS, other questions have been raised, including some by
the arﬁhltect who prepared the present plans, bearing on the need
for all details specified in these plans in orxder to produce an
adeguate facllity of high guality,

HEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council suggest to the
Park Beaxﬁ,that it zrestudy 1&@ own plang to see if adegoate swinming
pool and baih house facilities can be built at a cost in line with the
estimates (plus increzsed building cost adjustment) made by the
Voluntary Citizen®s Committee, _

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council express its apprec-
iation o the Park Doard fer its continuing efforts to provide park
facilities to the people of the City and that the Council pledge
ite support of the swimming pool program if and when plaung and bids

in line with the estimates of the Citizens Committee are presented,
