Councilman Griffith reported that he proposed to present a resoclution
to the Common Council at the next Council meeting -to set up an advisory
board for recreational facilities at Riddle Poini., Mayor Lemon stated
that at a recent meeting the Labor Unions bhad expressed their desire

to help in cooperation with the City to build a shelter house and other
Tecreational facilities at Riddle Point and that a date would be set
agide in Oectober for a commmity work day,
