The renort of the Board of Public Vorks and Safety regarding the

Counciiman Porter reported for The Traffic Commission ia connection with
the stop sign at 11th and Grant.

In connection with making Fourteenth Stireet one-way, The Traffic Con-
mission would like a netition for this change, With reference to the
request for stop signs in Hillsdale and Green Acres, Leren Ayres,
Chairman of the Traffic Commission 4s having a time study made by

one of his university classes to determine what is necessary in this
area., The request for four vay ston signs at Haxwell and Woodlawn or
Maxwell and Hawthorne has been referred to Committee for investigation.

Your Conmnitiee on Parks & Recreation has had under further considera-
tion the matter of recreational facilities for the City of Bloomington
and its community and hegs leave to submit the following renort and
recommendations:

The committee is thoroughly in accord with the idea of a bhalanced
nrogram for recreation in this community and the need for the necessary
facilities therefor, but the committee reiterates that such a progranm
and facilities will he peoessible only through the closest cooperation of
211l of us, and through the folerance of each group in the community for
the recreational needs and interests of the other groups of the community.

: It is the sincere opinion of the members of this committee that the

i neonle of the Bloomington community want recrentional facilities for a

5 balanced recreational program for every section of Bloomington and for

all the peonle of this community. The members of this committee are .
heartily in accord with that desire. The committee Teels that what is ‘
now needed is a careful review and nroegramming of these needs of the
community, so that these facilities can be constructed in a rational
order and financed in a manner within the ability of the City and
community fto raise the funds needed,

The Committee on Parks and Becreation therefore nresents for ihe
aonroval of the Common Council the following recommendations:

1. That the Park and Recreation Boards of the City be reguested
to form themselves jeintly into a Planning Committee or Recreational
Facilities, with a chairman fto be selected by the menbers of the said
committee from c¢itizens of the City who are not menmbers of either of the
said boards, to accomplish the following purnoses:




a, Make a list of those recreational facilities needed
for 2 balanced recreational nrogranm for Bloomingion and community;

e Draw up specifications and cost estimates for each
of these facilities;

¢, Determine and recommend the most logical order in
which these facilities should he constructed;

d. Recommend a financing nlian, including taxation,
issuance of bonds and public subscrintion, for achieving the aboves

e, Make a2 rencort to the Common Council at the earliest
nossible date with recommendations on a2, b, ¢, and 4 above,

2, That the aforesaid Committee on Recreational Facilities be
encouraged to develop an advisory group to assist them in this nreiect,
of approximately ten nmembers to be selected by each Board, as nearly
28 possible on a bi-vartisan nasis, and such advisory groun to renresent
as nearly as possible a revresentative cross-section of the community.
It is further recommended that members of the Indiana lniversity Denart-
ment of Recreation and the Bloomington Director of Recreation be invited
to act as censultants fo the snlanning committes,

An OQrdinance transferring surnlus funds from Parking Meter Funds to
Parking Facilities Funds, to nrovide for nayment of loan, was nresented
for consideration, and advanced to second reading on motion of Council-
man Carpenter, secownded by Couvcilnman Porter; and nassed unanimously

on a roll-call vote, After second reading by title only on motion of
Councilman Carnenter, se¢conded by Councilman VanMeter and passed unani-
mously on a vroll-call vote, Ordinance Wo., 20, 1955, was declared duly

adanted.

On motion duly made and seconded, the meeting adjourned.
