REGULAR MREETING
Tussday, January 15, 1952
THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, INDIANA, met in regular session
in the Council Chamber at the City Hall, Bloomington, Indiana, January 15, 1952, at
the hour of 7:30 P.M., with Mayor Kelly presiding.

Members present: Carpenter, Fowler, Griffith, McDaniel,
Miller, Porter, and Ramsey

Members absent: None
The minutes of the last regular meebing were read by the Clerk-Treasurer and

upon motion of Councilman Carpentar, seconded by Councilman MeDaniel, were approved
by vote of the Council,

Councilman Miller reported on request for a street light at 17th and Dunn
Streets, which had been referred to his committee, and moved that & street light be
approved for installation at that location; wmotion was seconded by Councilman
Fowler, and carried.

Councilman Fowler reported on request to cut curb at 418 North Washington Street,
and moved that this permissicn be postponed at this time; motion seconded by
Councilman Forter, and on vote passed unanimously.

e Mayor Kelly reported that the Board of Public Works and Safety had increased
2 wages of the City Water and Sanitation Depariment. employees to conform with the
wages of the Street Department employees, which are established by budget.

Mayor Kelly requested nomination of a Council member to represent the Council
on the Planning Commission. Councilman Carpenter nominated Councilman W. L.
Miller; Councilman Porter seconded the nomination; on vote, Mr. Miller was
unanimeusly elected to serve on the Planning Commission,

Mayor Kelly called to the attention of the Council a vacancy on the Park
Board because of the expiration January 1, 1952, of the term of Albert Hoadley,
Councilman Griffith moved the matter be referred to the Committee on Education
and Recreation for recommendation to the Council; motion was seconded by Councilman
Carpenter, and carried. '

BEPORTS: Fire Chief Horace Hoberisonreporied for his Department for the month of
December 1951 and the year 1951: Inspections in December - 496; Calls 53 Loss $2,365;
Inspections in 1951 - 6,167; Calls -~ 560; Loss $46,780. Councilman Carpenter

moved the repprt be accepted, DMcDaniel seconded, motion carried.

PETITIONS: A petition was received for a steeet light at the intersection of
Grimes and Dunn Streets, and was referred to the committee on Sidewalks and Street
 Lighting for report at the next Council mesting,

Applications for license were received from three taxi-cab lines, the
Yellow Cab, IU Cab, and Campus Cab, and were referred to the committee on Finance,
Glaims, and Franchises for report at the next meeting.

City Attorney McCrea presented to the Council Ordinance No., 2 = 1952. Council=-
men MeDaniel moved that the rules be suspended so that the COrdinance might be
considered immediately; Councilman Carpenter seconded the motion; motion carried
on a roll call vote, as follows: Carpenter - ayve; Fowler - aye; Griffith - aye;
MeDaniel = aye; Miller - aye; Porter - aye; Rameey - aye,.

Councilman Carpenter moved that Ordinance No. 2 - 1952, be duly adopted;
motion seconded by Councilman McDaniel; roll call vote, as follows: Carpanter ~ aye;
Fowler - aye; Griffith - aye; McDaniel aye: Miller - aye; Porter = aye; Ramsey - aye.
Ordinance No, 2- 1952 is hereby duly adopted, as foliows:

ORDINANCE OF TH% CITY OF
BLOOMINGTON, COUNTY OF MONROE,
STATE OF INDIANA
NO. 2 - 1952

An Ordinance concerning the acguisition of land
necessary to fulfill the purposes of the Watey
Works Improvement Program of the City of Bloomington, Indiana.

WHEREAS, The Common Council of the City of Bloomington, Indiana, and the Board
of Public Works and Safety of said City have heretofore avthoiized the commencement
of a water works improvement program as an addition to and an extension, of the existing

water works system now owned and operated by the City of Bloomington by and through
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its Board of Public Works and Safety, and

WHEREAS, The City of Bloomington, with the approval of the Public Service
Commission of the State of Indiasna, has entered into contracts for the construction
of a dam and spillway, & contract for the re-location and improvement of public
highways in the area whers such extension to the present water works system is being
developed, and & contract for the clearing of the land in the reservoir area, and
obher contracts to extend and enlarge the facilities of the existing water works, and

WHERRREAS, In oxrdér to finance the sald water works Improvement program, the Clty,
with the approval of the Public Service Commlsgsion, has lssued and sold Water
Revenue Bonds numbered 1 to 1750, the total sum being in excess of One Mlllion
Seven Hundred Fifty Thoussnd Dollars ($1,750,000.00}, and

WHEREAS, The necessary funds with which to finance said waler works improvement
vrogram snd bo cayrry oub all of the various conbracts heretofore entered into by
the City are now avalleble, and

WHEREAS, The construction of sald improvements is now unéarway; having begun
in the year 1651, and

WHEREAS, The Board of Public Works snd Safety of the City of Bloomingthon,
Indiana has the power Lo condemn or purchase any real estele needed by the City
of Bloomington, Indians for any public use, and

WHEREAS, Thewre 18 a specific tract of parcel of land located in Beuton
tawmship of Mbnrae Jownty, Indians, novw owned by Boy B, Greeniisid and Hslen
Greenfield, husbend and wife, which property is nesded by the ity of Bloomington
for the public use hereinsgbove described, .

WOW, THEREWORE, EE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CTTY OF BLOOMINGTON:

Section L. That the Bosyrd of Public Works sud Safety of the Ciity of Bloominglon,
Indisna, for and on behelf of, and in the neme of the City of Bloomington, be,
and the seme is, hereby exprassly suthorized, ordered, =nd directed to scquire the
titie in fee simple to the real eslate hereinafter described, elther by purchase
or condemmailion under the laws of the State of Indimna.

Section 2., That the Board of Public Works end Safety e, and the same is,
hersby expressly authorized, ordered, and directed to negotiste for and acquire
+the title to the real estaﬁ@ harelnafﬁer described by purchase from the owmers
thereci, if posgsible, at its fair merket value.

Section 3. That in the event the City of Bloomington, Indisnz, by and
through 1ts Board of Public Works and Safety, is unable to scquire the fee simple
title to the hereinafter described real estabte by negotistion and purchsse, then,
in thet event, the Board of Public Works smd Safety of the City of Bloomington,
Indiena, for and on behalf of, snd in the neme of the Clty of Bloomington, is
hereby expressly authorized, ordered and dirscited to institute condemmation
procesdings ageinst the owners of record and any persoms, firms, or corporations:
having or claiming any right, title, or interest in and to the following &&scrib@d
real estate located in the County of M@nrae, State of Indlens: bto-wit:

A part of the West half of the Ebrths&sﬁ quarter of Section Twenty-eight (28},
Township Ten (10} North, Range Cue (1) Zast, bounded as follows: Beginning
at the Southeast corner of said West half of sald Northeast guasrber of said
Section Twenty-eight (28), running thence North to the Wortheast corner of
the Southwest quarter of the Northesst quarter of said Section Twenby-eight
(28}, running thence West to the West side of Bean Blossom Creek at high
woter mark; Tthence in s Southerly direction with the meanderings of said
creek at high water merk on the West side thereof o the line dividing the
Hortheast gusrter from the Southeast guarter of ssid Sectlon Twenty-eight
{29): thence Bagt to the Southesast corner of saild West half of the Worth-
east gusrter of sald Section Twenty-elght (28) o the place of beginning;
with a vight of way Fifteen (15} fest wide alomg the South edge of the
Northeast guerter of the Noertheast querter of Section Twenmty-eight (28),
Fifteen (15) feet wide aud extending West Twenty (20) feet from the
Southwest corper of sald quarbersection, conialnlng Twenty-five (25) acres,
more 0 less.

Section 4, I% is hereby debermined and declered hy the Common Coumeil of the
City of Bloomington thet the acquisition of the fee simple title to the above
described real estete is needed by the City for the construction of an extension



to and improvement of the present weter works system for the Ffollowing public use,
Lo-wit: The construction of and inmprovement to and exbtension of the present water-
works sysbem of the City of Bloomington, including the necessary wabler reservoir
arsa, and also including sn sres for water drainage and relocation of existing
public highweys.

Section 5. The purpese of this ordinance ls bo auvthorize the City of Bloominglhon,
Indians, by and through its Dosrd of Public Works and Safehy, to acquirs title to
real estate sither by purchase or by condempsbtion wdsyr the power of Eminent
Domain necessary for the complstion of the extension of the present weber works
syeten owmed and operebted by sald City,

Section 6, This Ordinsnce shall be in full fores and effect from and after
its possage.
