An Ordinance establishing Train Speeds
over Street Crossings within the City
of Hleomington, Indiana

BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of
Bloomington, Indiana:

Section 1. That it shall be unlawful for any perscn, firm
or Corporation, operating a railroad in orthirough the City of
Floomingbon, Indiana, to operate its trailns, engines and cars at
grade, over any sbreet or highway within the corporate limits of the
City of Hloomihgbon, Indiana, at & speed greater than twenty-five (25)
miles per hour.

Section 2., Any person, form or corporation, who shall
violate any or the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction
thereof, be fined any sum not to exceed Fifty Dollars {$50.00), nor
less than One Dollar ($1.00) for each offense,




Section 3. This Ordinance repeals any Ordinance in
confliict thereto, :

Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage by The Common Council and its aporoval
by the Mayor and by publication, as provided by law,

An Ordinsnce concerning the numbering of
houges and officially confirming the name of

a public thoroughfare in the Citg of Ploomington

Indiana,

WHEREAS, The Common Council of the City of Bloomingbon, Indiana,

pvassed an Ordinance in the Year 1899, adopting a plan known as the "Philadelphia

Systen® of nudbering houses, and

WHEREAS, Said Ordinance is difficult to interpret inasmuch as
it requires that One Hundred {$10C} be added to the serial numbers at the
beginning of each block on each side running FHorth end South from
Kirkwood Avenue, and

WHEREAS, The Ordinance had provided that all the short and
angling streets shall take the nearest parallel corresponding bléck
number, and

WHEREAS, confusion exists in reference to the nuwbers to be
assigned to residents located on Bawthorne Lane in the City of Bloomington
from its intersectiom with Wylie Street South to the City limits of
Bloomingten, and

WHEREAS, there is duplicity in the official records as to the
proper name of Hawthorne Lane in respect as’o whether the name is Hawbhorne



Lane as first officially designated or Hawbthorne Drive as it
is now commonly lknown,

NCW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON:

Section 1. That the Ordinance heretofore passed and adopted
by the Common Council in the Year 1899, found in Ordinance Book No.2,
Page 42 thereof, is, insofar as it conflictssith this Ordinance, hereby
repealed,

Section 2. The City Enginner shall hereafter be authorized to
assign house numbers to individuals applying for buliding permits, con-
sistent with numbers of other houses adjacent to the location where the
residence is to be erectad,

Section 3, The North and South Street; now officially designated
as Hawlhiorne Lane, shall be changed to Hawthorne Drive, as siad Street is
now commenly known and consitent with the curb markings located along said
Street.

. Section 4, Those houses located South of Wylie Street and
?ﬁ Korth of Maxwell Lane on Bawbhorne Drive shall be assigned apprepriate
77 numbers in the Eight Hundred (800) Block by the City Enginser, excepting
T that sny owner of sald propertiesmy apply for & Wumber on Wylle Street
0 cr on Maxwell Lane £f hiw house is adjacent to ®id Streets. Such
- zpplication to be made té the City Engineer within ten (X} days from
date of the passing of this Ordinance.

Section 5. The purpose of this Ordinance is to provide a
consistency of Humbers on Rawthorne Drive and the reason for the Ordinance
arises by virtue of the fachk that the houses recently located Soubth of
Mazowell Bane can only be assigned numbers in the Nine Hundred {900) series
in order to mske the numbering of these houses consistent with the number-
ing of houses on Nopth and Socuth Streets both East and West of Hawthorne
Drive and Soubh of Maxwell Lans.

Section &, This Ordinance shall be in full force and
effect from and after ils passage.
