Three Ordinances Ready for Second Reading and One Ordinance Ready for
Introduction at the Regular Session on Wednesday, December 3rd

The agenda for the Regular Session next Wednesday includes three ordinances under
Second Readings and Resolutions and one ordinance under First Readings. The
legislation and information for the ordinances under Second Readings can be found in
the last two weekly packets and online as indicated above. The legislation and
information for the ordinance under First Reading are included in this packet and
summarized later in this memo.

December Schedule

The last legislative cycle of the year usually involves meetings on the first three
Wednesdays of December. This year there is one ordinance ready for consideration
during this cycle. It brings forward suggestions from the City Clerk to re-institute
staggered terms for many appointments to boards, commissions, and councils that
have gotten out-of-sync over the years. The change is explained below and, given its
simplicity, the Council may want to consider foregoing a Committee of the Whole
and holding a Special Session on Wednesday, December 10" to take formal action on
the proposal along with an Interim Sidewalk Report and wrap up the year a week
earlier than usual. The Interim Sidewalk Report would be distributed in the next
packet and make recommendations to reallocate funds given the status of various
initiatives at this time.

First Readings:

Item One — Ord 14-26 — Amending Three Provisions of Title 2 (Administration
and Personnel) Regarding Boards, Commissions, and Councils -
To Re-Institute Staggered Terms, Conform the Expiration Date for
Appointments to the Commission on Aging to Other Local Commissions, and
Make Housekeeping Changes BMC 2.08.020

Ord 14-26 is being brought forward, in large part, at the request of the Office of City
Clerk after consultation with the Office of the Mayor and the recommendation of the
Council Rules Committee. The Office of the City Clerk facilitates Council

appointments to City’s boards, commissions, and councils, and works with the Office



of the Mayor and other appointing authorities to coordinate those appointments.

Over the last year or more, Regina Moore, and one of her deputies, Sue Wanzer, have
been reviewing that process and have proposed some changes regarding terms of
appointments to these entities. In addition, upon review of the affected sections, staff
proposed some housekeeping changes.

The desire to be ready for the next round of appointments scheduled for early in the
New Year largely shaped the timing and substance of this ordinance. That is because
the Clerk’s Office found that the expiration dates for many appointments to city
boards, commissions, and councils are out-of-sync with City code. In particular, the
expiration dates do not achieve the staggered terms called for in the various enabling
legislation and the “General Provisions” set forth in BMC 2.08.020(2). The errors
arose with the multitude of appointments, resignations, vacancies, and
reappointments that occurred over the last three decades since that section was last
amended and cannot be identified without great time, effort, and uncertainty.

In order to fix the problem, the Office of the City Clerk prepared a table of Proposed
Board and Commission Term Expiration Dates. This table assigns a numbered “seat”
to each appointment and an adjusted expiration date that spreads those dates more
evenly between appointing authorities and over all of the appointments. The
assignment of a “seat” to each appointee is intended to separate the “person” from the
“appointment,” hopefully, not confuse them in the future.

To further address the problem, the ordinance, in turn, rewrites Section 2.08.020(2)
to:
O state that the terms to boards, commissions, and councils shall be for staggered,
two-year terms, that expire on January 31%;
o adopt the proposed table' for such entities in effect on December 1, 2014; and
0 require ordinances establishing such entities after December 1% to set forth the
manner by which staggered terms shall be achieved and spread the expiration
dates as evenly as is practicable between the appointing authorities and over all
the appointments;

The ordinance also changes the expiration date for the appointments to the
Commission on Aging to conform to Section 2.08.020, and, therefore, ends those
dates on January 31% instead of December 31%. With this change, all but a few
statutory boards, commissions, and councils will end on that date.

! The ordinance also incorporates the proposed table by reference into the code and, in accordance with 1C 36-1-5-4,
states that two copies of it are available in the Office of City Clerk for public inspection.



Lastly, the ordinance takes advantage of this visit to Section 2.08.020 to make some
housekeeping changes. These changes:
0 revise the introductory sentence and one provision in order to set forth a
general exception for statutes and ordinances that specify” a different manner
for exercising these powers at the beginning of the section and remove a
redundant reference to that exception which appears in the part on
Parliamentary Procedure (BMC 2.08.020[8]);
o remove an out-of-date reference to “areas intended for annexation” which
appears in the Residential Requirements (BMC 2.08.020[3]); and
O recognize the current practice that some boards, commissions, and councils
appoint a non-member to serve as secretary ( BMC 2.08.020[9] - Officers).

ORDINANCE 14-26

TO AMEND TITLE TWO OF THE BLOOMINGTON MUNICIPAL CODE ENTITLED

“ADMINISTRATION AND PERSONNEL”

(Amending Section 2.08.020 which Sets Forth General Provisions for the Establishment,

Membership, and Operation of Boards, Commissions, and Councils, and

Amending Section 2.23.090(d) to Bring the Expiration Date of the Commission on Aging in Line

the Office of the City Clerk works in concert with the Office of the Mayor to coordinate
and facilitate appointments to the City’s two dozen boards, commissions, and councils; and

the Office of City Clerk has found over the years that the expiration date for many
appointments to the City’s boards, commissions, and councils do not coincide with the
scheme of staggered terms set forth in the Bloomington Municipal Code (BMC); and

Section 2.08.020 (2) of the BMC, entitled “Terms,” established staggered, two-year terms
ending on January 31°* for the City’s boards, commissions, and councils, unless state Code
or city ordinance specify otherwise; and

that provision was part of the repeal and re-enactment of many sections of Title 2 in 1983
and, after the establishment of additional boards, commissions and councils, and hundreds
of resignations, vacancies, appointments and re-appointments over the last three decades,
the reconstruction of that history in order to correct those terms cannot be done without
great time, effort, and uncertainty; and

in order to return to staggered terms and after consultation with the Office of the Mayor,
the Office of City Clerk prepared a Proposed Board and Commission Term Expiration
Dates (Proposal), which was presented to, and approved by, the Council Rules Committee;
and

the Proposal lists the: board, commission, or council; length of appointments; legislative
authority; numbered “seats” for each appointing authority; and,

along with the goal of reinstituting staggered terms, the proposed expiration dates were
also assigned with the goal of not reducing the term of any appointment and not allowing a
term of any appointment to exceed four years; and

in addition the Office of City Clerk identified one local commission which does not expire
on January 31% in conformance with all other local commissions; and

along with the foregoing changes, the ordinance also addresses housekeeping issues

arising from a review of 2.08.020 (General Provisions) that:

0 revise the first sentence to rephrase the general exception for statutes and ordinances
that specify a different manner for exercising powers via boards, commissions, and
councils and removes a redundant reference to this exception in BMC 2.08.020(8)
(Parliamentary Procedure);

o remove an out-of-date reference to “areas-intended-for-annexation” in BMC
2.08.020(3) (Residential Requirements); and,

0 authorize boards, commissions, and councils to appoint a non-member to serve as
secretary;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BLOOMINGTON, MONROE COUNTY, INDIANA, THAT:

SECTION 1.

BMC 2.08.020 entitled “General Provisions,” shall be amended by deleting the phrase *,

the statutory” and replacing it with the phrase “and the city’s” and deleting the word “provided” and
replacing it with “specified” as they appear in the first sentence, so that the sentence shall read:

For the executive branch and the city’s boards, commissions and councils, the following general
provisions apply unless otherwise specified by statute or ordinance.



SECTION 2. BMC Section 2.08.020, part (2), entitled “Term,” shall be deleted and replaced with the
following:

(2) Terms. The terms for all boards, commissions, and councils established under this title shall, after
having been established in a staggered manner, be for a period of two years and expire on January
31, For all such boards, commissions, and councils in effect on December 1, 2014, the terms shall be
as set forth in the Proposed Board and Commission Term Expiration Dates, which is hereby adopted
and incorporated by reference into the code. In compliance with IC 36-1-5-4, two copies of the
Proposal shall be on file in the office of City Clerk for public inspection.  For all boards,
commissions, and councils established after December 1, 2014, the manner for achieving staggered
terms shall be set forth in the enabling legislation and shall spread the expiration dates as evenly as is
practicable between the appointing authorities and over all of the appointments.

SECTION 3. BMC Section 2.08.020, part (3), entitled “Residential Requirement,” shall be amended by
deleting the phrase “and those residents of the areas intended for annexation as defined by the city
planning department,” as it appears in the first paragraph, and by deleting the phrase “and its area
intended for annexation” as it appears in the second paragraph, so that the part shall read as follows:

(€)) Residential Requirement. All appointments to city boards, commissions and councils shall be
made from residents of the city except those positions that are directed otherwise by state law or city
ordinance. If a city employee is appointed to a city board, commission or council by virtue of the
employment position, the residency requirement may be waived.

In the event a member of a board, commission, or council no longer resides in the city, the
member shall resign immediately and notify the appropriate appointing official or body.

SECTION 4. BMC Section 2.08.020, part (8), entitled “Parliamentary Procedure.” shall be amended by
deleting the phrase *, except where a different procedure is required by state law, this ordinance, or other
ordinances of the city” as it appears at the end of that provision, so that part (8) shall read as follows:

(8) Parliamentary Procedure. Meetings of all boards, commissions and councils shall be
conducted according to procedures set forth in Roberts Rules of Order.

SECTION 5. BMC Section 2.08.020, part (9), entitled “Officers.” shall be amended by adding the
following sentence at the end of that provision:

Such entity may appoint a non-member to serve as secretary.

SECTION 6. BMC 2.23.090, part (d), regarding the terms of appointments to the Commission on Aging,
shall be deleted and replaced with the following:

(d) Terms. The terms of the appointments shall be in accordance with BMC 2.08.020(2).

SECTION 7. If any section, sentence or provision of this ordinance, or the application thereof to any
person or circumstances shall be declared invalid, such invalidity shall not affect any of the other
sections, sentences, provisions, or applications of this ordinance which can be given effect without the
invalid provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be
severable.

SECTION 8. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Common
Council of the City of Bloomington and approval of the Mayor.

SYNOPSIS

This ordinance brings forward changes to the City’s boards, commissions, and councils at the request of
the Office of City Clerk after consultation with the Office of the Mayor and a positive recommendation of
the Council Rules Committee. It also makes other minor housekeeping changes that arose after a staff
review of the affected provisions. The changes proposed by the City Clerk conform the misalignment of
expiration dates to the requirement of staggered terms (BMC 2.08.020[2]) and conform the expiration
date of the Commission on Aging to those for other local commissions (January 31%). Given the long
history of resignations, vacancies, appointments, and re-appointments, the reinstitution of staggered terms
is accomplished by the adoption of a Proposed Board and Commission Term Expiration Dates which is
incorporated by reference into the BMC.

The housekeeping changes proposed by staff affect Section 2.08.020 (General Provisions). These changes
revise the first sentence to rephrase the general exception for statutes and ordinances that specify a
different manner for exercising powers regarding boards, commissions, and councils and remove a
redundant reference to this exception in BMC 2.08.020(8) (Parliamentary Procedure). These changes also
remove an out-of-date reference to “areas-intended-for-annexation” in BMC 2.08.020(3) (Residential
Requirements) and authorize boards, commissions, and councils to appoint a non-member to serve as
secretary.

In January of 2014, in preparation for helping coumembers make appointments and
reappointments to boards and commissions, we becanterned about the fact that
board and commission term expiration dates weremger staggered as was prescribed
in the enabling legislation for each board or cossiain.

This issue was brought to the attention of the cdlrRules Committee, and it was
decided that our office would research the issusetthe extent of the problem, and also
propose a solution.

Since that time, Deputy Wanzer has compiled infaioneaon each board or commission:
the enabling legislation, the original plan forggared terms, term limits, term expiration
dates, current expiration dates of members, tengiltes, appointing bodies. A proposal
was created that focused on the years that easbrpsetterm ended.

At this time my major concern is the reestablishnwércorrectly staggered terms to
prevent the majority (or all) of an appointing b&lgppointments expiring at the same
time. This will also reestablish the turnover admibers to create some continuity as was
originally intended when the board or commissiors waeated. Ordinance 14-26
accomplishes this task along with a few housekegfaisks.

The proposal as presented to the Rules Commitezgifid each seat with a code
number to indicate the appointing body and seathanmather than a person’s name.
This will help in preserving the correct expiratioha term when someone is appointed
to fill out an unexpired term. In reestablishihg evenly staggered terms, we are
proposing lengthening a seat’s term (usually by ywa) rather than shortening them. It
is intended that all persons who hold these seatdhee corresponding staff would be
individually notified of these changes.

2.08.020 General provisions.

Ord 14- 26 — Section 1 (Unless Specified by Statute or Ordinance)

For the executive branch;-the-statutery and the city’s boards, commissions and
councils, the following general provisions apply unless otherwise previded specified by
statute or ordinance.

(1) Appointments. All department heads shall be appointed by the mayor, subject to
commission or board approval when required by this title, and serve at the
pleasure of the mayor. Department heads shall appoint deputies and other
employees within their departments with the approval of the mayor.

Ord 14- 26 — Section 2 (Staggered Terms)
2) '

(2) Terms. The terms for all boards, commissions, and councils established
under this title shall, after having been established in a staggered
manner, be for a period of two years and expire on January 31°'. For all
such boards, commissions, and councils in effect on December 1, 2014,
the terms shall be as set forth in the Proposed Board and Commission
Term Expiration Dates, which is hereby adopted and incorporated by
reference into the code. In compliance with IC 36-1-5-4, two copies of
the Proposal shall be on file in the office of City Clerk for public
inspection. For all boards, commissions, and councils established after
December 1, 2014, the manner for achieving staggered terms shall be set
forth in the enabling legislation and shall spread the expiration dates as
evenly as is practicable between the appointing authorities and over all of
the appointments.

(3) Residential Requirement. All appointments to city boards, commissions and

counc:||s shall be made from reS|dents of the C|ty &ndtheseuresrdentsef—theu&reas
, , except those
posmons that are dlrected otherW|se by state IaW or C|ty ordinance. If a city
employee is appointed to a city board, commission or council by virtue of the
employment position, the residency requirement may be waived.

In the event a member of a board, commission, or council no longer resides
in the city and-ts-area-intended-forannexation, the member shall resign
immediately and notify the appropriate appointing official or body.

(4) Removal for Cause. Except for appointees who serve at the pleasure of the
mayor, a member of a board, commission or council may be removed for cause.
Cause shall include, but not be limited to, failure to attend three consecutive
regularly scheduled meetings of the board, commission, or council or four
regularly scheduled meetings in any twelve month period; provided, that any
member may submit in writing to the appointing authority any extenuating
circumstances. Such written submission shall be made within five business days
before the formal decision to remove is reached. Acceptance of extenuating
factors by the appointing official or body puts the member on notice that further
excessive absenteeism shall result in removal.

(5) Vacancies by Death, Resignation—Failure to Appoint. In the event that a
vacancy occurs in the membership of a board, commission, or council through
resignation or death, the appointing authority shall appoint a person to fill the
unexpired term of the resigned or deceased member. If a member's term has
expired, but the appointing authority has failed to act, the appointment of the
member whose term has expired carries over until the appointing authority
reappoints or appoints a successor.

(6) Majority Vote. Majority vote means a majority of the members of a board,
commission or council who are present and voting.

(7) Quorum. Unless otherwise specified, a majority of the members serving on a
board, commission or council, excepting the nonvoting ex officio members,
constitute a quorum for purpose of conducting the official business of the board,
commission or council.

(8) Parliamentary Procedure. Meetings of all boards, commissions and councils shall
be conducted accordlng to procedures set forth in Roberts Rules of Order—

(9) Officers. Each board, commission and council shall elect a chairperson,
secretary, treasurer, and such other officers as may be necessary. Such entity
may appoint a non-member to serve as secretary.

(10)Duties of the Secretary. The secretary of each board, commission or council shall
keep for every meeting written minutes in which the results of any vote are
recorded and, when appropriate, specific findings of facts and conclusions are
set forth.

(11)Special Meetings. A special meeting of a board, commission or council may be
called by the chairperson, the mayor, or by a majority of the members then
serving on the board, commission or council requesting such meeting in writing.
Upon receiving such request, the chairperson shall thereafter call a special
meeting to be held within twenty days.

(12)Office Space and Staff. Provision of office space and staff to boards,
commissions and councils shall be at the discretion of the mayor, subject to
common council appropriation approval.

(13)Budget. All departments, divisions of departments, boards, commissions and
councils shall prepare and submit annual budgets in accordance with the forms,
timetables, and procedures promulgated by the mayor.

(14)The intentional display of firearms is prohibited at any public meeting of the city's
boards, commissions and councils.

The Bloomington Commission on Aging is hereby established.

(&) Members. The commission shall be composed of nine members.

(b) Appointments. Five members shall be appointed by the mayor and four by the
common council.

(c¢) Qualifications. Commission members shall be residents of Monroe County.
Preference for appointments shall be given to people with expertise in, or
representing, one or more of the following areas: senior issues, health and

wellness, recreation, employment, social services, transportation and affordable

housing.

() Procedure—Rules and Regulations. The commission may adopt rules,
regulations and by-laws for the conduct of its affairs, which are consistent with
the purpose of this section. Such rules, regulations and by-laws and
amendments thereto may be adopted by the commission after a public hearing
by a majority vote of the commission. The rules, regulations and by-laws of the
commission shall be available to the public at the office of the commission.

(g) Reporting Requirement. The commission shall submit identical written reports to
the mayor and the common council office by the end of December of each year
describing the activities of the commission in the previous calendar year as well
as future plans. Any issues or concerns regarding the commission itself, its
organization or its purpose also shall be addressed in this report.
