Department's downtown headquarters, the Fire Department had to relocate and moved into 
the vacant office space within the College Square building. The Fire Department requires a 
grant of Right of Entry upon and across the College Square property·to set up a temporary 
shelter to house a fire truck. The structure is basically a pop-up structure and will not be 
permanently attached. The City will cover any expenses or damage to the parking lot.
